Cllr Stuart Thomas took the Chair in the absence of Cllr Penri Williams, who is on holiday.  Cllr Thomas welcomed Cllr Caroline O’Connor to her first meeting, following her co-option on to the Council at the previous meeting.
102
Police Matters
PC Paul Tebbutt (Pentyrch & Gwaelod) and Inspector Nigel Brock were present.  PC Tebbutt apologised for the absence of PC Jones (Creigiau) who was on the opposite shift to himself.  PC Tebbutt nevertheless had the crime details for all three areas from the 15th September to 19th October 2008.
Creigiau:  There had been 69 incidents in Creigiau, resulting in 13 recorded crimes and 6 arrests.  Among these crimes there had been a dwelling house burglary on Parc y Fro, an arrest for theft/robbery and a theft at Creigiau Skips.

Pentyrch & GYG:  There had been 39 incidents, resulting in 7 crimes and 3 arrests.  Among these crimes, in Pentyrch, had been a theft of lead from Penuel Road, a burglary at the Village Stores, where someone had stolen £60 from an open till; and damage to a motor vehicle on Heol y Pentre.

Gwaelod y Garth:  There had been only two incidents of note during the period, namely, the theft from a motor vehicle and the theft of a motor vehicle at the Taffs Well Quarry.

PC Tebbutt went on to advise Councillors that the next PACT meeting was Tuesday 21st October at Pentyrch Rugby Club and the main issues arising from the last meeting were:
1. Speeding at the bottom of Heol Goch and Main Road, GYG.  PC Tebbutt advised the meeting that he had been liaising with County Cllr Craig Williams regarding this matter and they were in touch with the Camera Safety Partnership in an effort to place a speed camera at an appropriate location.  In addition he had been active in the area with the hand-held speed camera, as indeed had PC Jones in Creigiau.  There were also road safety issues in Church Road in relation to horse riding and he was trying to get CCC to put up signs warning drivers, similar to those in Croft y Genau Road, St. Fagans.

2. Dogs loose and killing/injuring sheep.  PC Tebbutt had been in touch with the Community Safety Department in ‘A’ Division (Merthyr Tydfil), where a ‘farm watch’ scheme had been established,  PC Tebbutt was looking to establish a similar set-up in the PCC area involving local farms, small-holdings, the NFU and any other interested parties.
3. Fairmeadow, Pentyrch.  There were ongoing improvements at Fairmeadow.
Finally PC Tebbutt acknowledged receipt of the letter from the Clerk relating to the Remembrance Day service on 9th November and assured the meeting that the Police would be in attendance.
Inspector Brock told the meeting that he was present at the request of the Council and intended addressing himself to the questions raised in the Council’s letter.  He described his role and the area for which he was responsible.  He referred to perceived concerns regarding PC Tebbutt’s dual role as the Neighbourhood Police officer for Pentyrch/GYG and also Radyr/Morganstown.  He assured members that PC Tebbutt was not solely responsible and was assisted by a PCSO in both areas.  Inspector Brock went on to say that PC Tebbutt’s role was as a manager and he was responsible for putting together plans in relation to the policing issues that arose.  Inspector Brock stated that a lot of research was undertaken before making the decision to give PC Tebbutt the dual role and there were hard facts and statistics in support of the decision made.  As a consequence of a number of letters to the Police Authority, the Chief Constable and the Chief Superintendent, most of which had been sent to Inspector Brock for answering, the Chief Superintendent had patrolled the area personally, to satisfy himself that the decision, to give PC Tebbutt the dual role, had been sound and PC Tebbutt was doing a good job.
In relation to the request for statistics relating the number of hours spent on patrol in certain areas of Pentyrch he reiterated what he had stated in his letter of response that the mechanisms to capture day to day routine patrol were not available and to manually collect information of this kind would be time-consuming and could not be justified.  In addition the value, as a stand-alone statistic, would be worthless as there would be no benchmark against which to compare it.  

The Chairman invited any questions for the officers and Cllr Rosser spoke with PC Tebbutt about the persistent parking of a vehicle on a grass verge on Main Road, GYG near the Georgetown access.  PC Tebbutt promised to look into the matter further.
Cllr Jones spoke about a number of issues including two youths who were causing problems at the top of the village of Pentyrch and that this had been phoned through.  He also spoke about receiving confirmation that people who report crime do not have to give their dates of birth.  He queried the need for PACT meetings stating that it was another ‘piecemeal’ solution rather than addressing what the people in Pentyrch want.  He also queried why Fairmeadow was a policing issue.  PC Tebbutt responded by stating that he had not been told about two youths causing problems and no-one had reported any problems to him and if he could be given the information, outside of the meeting, then he would follow it up.  He confirmed that the date of birth was not necessary although nobody had ever complained to him about being asked their date of birth.  As regards the PACT meetings, they were a Government initiative and had been very successful since their introduction 2½ years ago.
Inspector Brock also advised Cllr Jones that dates of birth were not essential but were asked for to confirm identity and to also give the telephone operator an idea of the person with whom they were speaking.  It was the same reason why the ethnicity of complainants was also asked.  He assured members that crime numbers would not be refused because the request for a date of birth had been refused.

Cllr Priday asked if the officers could liaise with their colleagues in the Traffic Department based at Gwaelod y Garth to monitor the movement of HGVs through Pentyrch in contravention of the weight limit.  He felt that the instances occurred in ‘rashes’ and suspected that SatNavs may well be to blame for failing to advise drivers of the existence of a weight restriction.  Both Inspector Brock and PC Tebbutt responded that it would be looked at and also said that the signage at the GYG end, where the overgrowth of vegetation was obscuring the signs, needed to be addressed.

Cllr Harrison asked whether there was anything in the pipeline for the future to improve the collation of the sort of information that had been requested.  Inspector Brock commented that he could envisage some sort of tracking system on the vehicles so that Control Room staff could see where the Police cars were and direct the nearest unit to an incident, but he was sceptical about a similar system for beat patrol officers.
The Chairman, Cllr Thomas, brought the session to a close by advising the next PACT meeting in Creigiau would be on 8th November and asking that the one area of concern was Halloween/Bonfire Night where there had been problems in all three villages in previous years.  He sought assurances that there would be increased patrols for the area.  Inspector Brock confirmed that the two events created major policing issues and a corresponding major policing event was planned for the two days.  Cllr Rosser queried who the Community Liaison officer was for Neighbourhood Watch in GYG and stated she would speak outside the meeting in an effort to resurrect the defunct Neighbourhood Watch.

The Chairman thanked the officers for the attendance at the meeting.

103
Public Session

The Chairman welcomed the four members of the public present.  The Clerk had distributed copies of the Agenda and an explanation of what the ‘Public Session’ meant in both English and Welsh.  
The Chairman also welcomed County Cllr Craig Williams who had asked if he could be first to speak as he had another engagement to attend.  He went on to pay tribute to PC Paul Tebbutt describing him as a fantastic Neighbourhood Police officer.  He was sorry he would not be able to stay for the Council’s discussion in relation to the traffic management issues but he had already spoken to Cllr Bowen and would be happy to attend a site meeting with Cllr Bowen, CCC officers and Community Councillors to take the matters forward.
Haydn Walters of Heol y Pentre, Pentyrch criticised the previous minutes as the Clerk had omitted his complaint about the HGVs on Heol Goch especially those using the Quarry.  The Clerk asked Mr Walters how he came to be in possession of a copy of the minutes, which had yet to be agreed at this meeting.  Mr Walters stated that they had been distributed but was vague as to how that had occurred.  The Clerk assured him that any distribution had not been done officially from his office.  Mr Walters went on to complain about the Quarry lorries stating that the transfer to the new access tunnel had been going on for three years and it was too long.  He addressed an issue regarding policing directly to the officers, who were still present.  It related to the damage to a motor vehicle on Heol y Pentre, as reported by PC Tebbutt, and Mr Walters had written to the Police complaining about the incident.  Inspector Brock assured Mr Walters he had not received a letter.  He finally complained that the Council were being unfair to Cllr Jones and were making issues personal.  He said that Cllr Jones was a messenger conveying the complaints of residents.
Kenneth Hughes of 11 Cefn Penuel stated that at the previous meeting the PCC had talked about Traffic Management issues only in relation to Pentyrch.  He understood that there were 53 items that had been brought up to take forward to CCC.  He did not see how taking forward so many issues could get anything done.  He fully supported Cllr Jones and felt that Pentyrch should be sorted first and then any other issues in the other villages could be dealt with later.
Ryan Griffiths referred to the roads of Bronllwyn and Heol y Pentre as ‘rat runs’ and owing to a recent illness had been at home for some two months during which he had observed, at first hand, the behaviour of car drivers up, around and over the speed humps.  In general he felt they were ineffective describing how larger vehicles paid no heed to them at all passing over them in excess of the speed limit.  He also referred to the number of renovations occurring on Heol y Pentre where builders’ vehicles had to park on the pavement in order that vehicles such as buses could get past on the road.  He went on to talk about the condition of the road describing the road between the Kings Arms and the Church as ‘atrocious’.  He was especially aggrieved at the contractors employed by CCC to fill the pot-holes, who were only using the tarmac normally used for pavements to fill in the holes.  There was no attempt to dig out the pot-hole and fill it properly before adding the tarmac, rolling it and then sealing the repair.  He pointed to the contractors working for the utility companies that did the work properly; but CCC contractors were doing a cheap patch job which would crumble and deteriorate very quickly meaning that they had to do it again weeks or months later.  County Cllr Craig Williams agreed with Mr Griffiths and had already taken this on board as an issue to highlight.
The Chairman thanked all the members of the public for their contributions.
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Matters Arising from the Public Session.

Councillor Thomas referred to the point made by Mr Hughes to advise that the issue of Traffic Management was for the PCC area and not just Pentyrch, the confusion sometimes came because the Council and the village both shared the name Pentyrch.  The issues that had been raised would be considered later in the meeting and taken forward.  There was a general discussion.
Cllr Priday made the point that not all 53 proposals were supportive of Cllr Jones’ position with some wishing for the traffic calming measures to remain and even be extended.  He felt there was no consensus remove the humps but hoped that a consensus could be achieved to improve the traffic calming measures.
Cllr Davies stated that, as a GYG Councillor, she did have issues in relation to GYG and she did want her thoughts to be considered alongside Pentyrch and Creigiau’s issues.
Cllr Harrison expressed concern that some of the issues at item 13 on the agenda were too personal and he objected to this.  
Cllr Thomas explained that CCC was the body responsible for Highways and what the PCC was trying to achieve was to approach the CCC with a consolidated voice.  He pointed out that the PCC did not have the authority to demand action and that he was concerned that if we presented a belligerent attitude that nothing would be achieved.  Cllr Thomas then moved on to Item 4 on the agenda despite the objections of Cllrs Jones and Harrison.

The Clerk explained the letter he had received from Nikki Ryall to Councillors and asked whether the Council were happy to support the initiative.  Cllr Jones said he did not agree as he had heard that a petition was circulating the village and that reference was made to a nursery, which would then be in competition with the nursery in the PVH.  It was therefore not clear what he was being asked to support.  The Clerk advised members that there was no reference to a nursery in the letter and that it was only about writing to Chris Jones, the CCC (Lifelong Learning & Schools Officer), to try to get CCC to replace the ‘portacabin’ style buildings being used as class-rooms.  Cllr Harrison agreed with Cllr Jones saying it should be the Governors writing to the PCC not a parent.  The Clerk stated that it was written on behalf of the parents and Governors and read out the contents of the emails in full.  There was a general discussion.

Cllr Priday proposed that the PCC should send a letter of support on behalf of Pentyrch Primary School, to CCC.  This was seconded by Cllr Rosser and was carried by a vote of 7 to 1.  Cllr Jones asked that his opposition was noted.  Clerk to arrange
Cllr Jones asked whether the Council could have a copy of the Governor’s Report and the Clerk was asked to write to confirm that they were in the public domain and request a copy.  Clerk to arrange

There were no issues raised with regard to any of the correspondence received.
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To consider and finalise the Traffic Management Issues for the Pentyrch Community Council

This topic provoked considerable discussion and a lively debate ensued.  There was a clear divergence of opinion on the best way to proceed.  Reference was made, during the discussion, to the analysis of the 53 views collated and circulated by the Clerk.  Reference was also made to the two additional views and also a further analysis supplied by Cllr Priday, which were included as an addendum to the Clerk’s Supplementary report.  A further addendum to the Clerk’s supplementary report was a telephone message received from Cllr Delme Bowen in which he proposed a site visit to include CCC officers, the two County Councillors and Community Councillors.  This had also been offered verbally earlier in the evening by Cllr Craig Williams.
The Chairman asked whether the first five points, illustrated by the Clerk in his analysis as having ‘common areas of agreement’, were a basis for a start for an agreed agenda.  There was much discussion around this point and an eventual agreement that these five issues were acceptable as a start.

The Chairman asked whether the next 13 issues which were specific isolated matters were also agreed.  Again, after much discussion, these issues were also agreed and would be added to the five points above. 

The remaining opinions were in conflict with each other and the Chairman recommended, as a way forward, that the option offered by Cllr Bowen and Williams be taken up.  Once again this provoked a lively debate.

Cllr Priday eventually proposed that the offer from Cllr Bowen to have a site meeting was accepted and that the issues coming out of the meeting would form the basis of an exhibition of possible alternatives to the current situation.  This was seconded by Cllr Rees and agreed by all Councillors.  Clerk to arrange
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To Consider the Financial Regulations Proposed for the Pentyrch Community Council

Owing to the pressure on the agenda it was agreed to defer this item to the November meeting.

To consider the written motion received from Cllr Jones dated 2nd October 2008.
Cllr Thomas made the point that there were two sections to Cllr Jones’ first written motion and they were not worded as a proposal but as a comment on the practices of Cardiff County Council. 
The first part related to CCC giving and publishing the reasons for all decisions.  There was some confusion among Councillors with regard to this as it was felt that decisions made by the Council and voted upon were included within the minutes.  Cllr Jones pointed out that the Chairman had refused to give him a reason for the Standing Orders Sub-committee decision to retain the existing agenda.  The Clerk pointed out that this was not the case and that Cllr Thomas had started to give an explanation, starting with ‘Police Matters’, but a ‘lively discussion had ensued’.  The Clerk pointed out that this was reported in the minutes at Paragraph 87, sub-paragraph 3,  where, when considering the accuracy of the minutes, Cllr Jones had asked that the word ‘demanded’ in the same paragraph was changed to ‘would like’.  The Clerk also pointed out that Cllr Jones had agreed the remainder of the minutes to be accurate.  

It was suggested that Cllr Jones withdraw the first part of the motion but after consideration he decided to continue.

The second aspect of this motion was that CCC publishes all minutes (unedited and uncorrected) within 3 days of a meeting.  The Chairman stated that it had been evident from the public session that one or more members of the Council had distributed some of their pre-read papers to members of the public.  He went on to advise members that it was entirely up to individuals what they did with the documents given to them but, he believed, that there were inherent problems in doing so.  Cllr Jones felt that it was important to get the minutes out into the Community in a more timely fashion and that the Council should be transparent and open in their dealings.  The Clerk pointed out that if the proposal was successful there would be no need, at subsequent meetings, to consider the minutes for accuracy, as the minutes would have already been in the public domain for a month.  If that was the case some of the issues present in the minutes considered at this meeting would not have been resolved or corrected.
The first part of this motion was proposed by Cllr Jones and seconded by Cllr Harrison.  There were 2 votes for and 7 votes against.  The proposal was defeated.  Cllrs Jones and Harrison asked that they be named as voting for the proposal.

The second part of this motion was proposed by Cllr Jones and seconded by Cllr Harrison.  There were 3 votes for and 5 votes against.  The proposal was defeated.  Cllrs Jones, Harrison and Pickard asked that they be named as voting for the proposal.

The second motion proposed by Councillor Jones was that Councillors should be named in voting.  The Clerk pointed out to Cllr Jones that under Section 10 of the Standing Orders this already existed; although there was also a counterpoint under section 9 where 3 or more members could request a vote by signed ballot.  The usual practice was that, for simplicity’s sake, recording the number of votes for or against a motion usually sufficed but occasionally a member would ask to be named in a vote for or against a motion.  Other Councillors contributed to the discussion that followed.  After deliberation Cllr Jones decided to withdraw the motion, for the time being.
