PENTYRCH COMMUNITY COUNCIL
GRAVEYARD POLICY

1
General

1.1
Pentyrch Community Council is responsible for two graveyards within the Community area. Bronllwyn, which is an open graveyard (spaces still available) and Penuel which is closed (no burials allowed).

1.2
The Community Council undertake regular maintenance of both graveyards i.e grass cutting, strimming, litter picking, removal of old flower tributes.

1.3
Any safety work to Memorials is undertaken by an appointed Memorial Company / Stone Mason

2
Purchase of Plots
2.1
Bronllwyn has spaces for both full burial and cremation plots. 

2.2
The cost of a plot is determined by Council in line with charges set by the Church of England in Wales.  

2.3
The owner of the plot purchases the “Exclusive Rights of Burial” and has the right to determine who will be buried therein.

2.4
The owner of the plot will have the right to arrange the placing of a memorial subject to Community Council approval of design and size
3
Memorial Regulations
3.1
A Memorial can only be placed upon a grave or cremation plot by the person who owns the “Exclusive Rights of Burial”
3.2 The Memorial must be erected by a recognised Monumental Mason.

3.3 The Monumental Mason must ensure that the Memorial is fixed in a safe and satisfactory manner, in line with statutory requirements.
3.4 Approval for the design and size of the Memorial must be made by the Community Council before installation

3.5 Payment for the right to erect a Memorial must be made before installation.

3.6 Permission to remove a Memorial must be sought from the Community Council before any action is taken.

4
Burials
4.1
Burials can only be undertaken by recognised Undertakers

4.2
Graves can only be opened by authorised person/s. 

4.2 The opening of a grave without Council permission is prohibited

4.3 The removal of remains from a grave is prohibited without confirmation from the Community Council that permission has been received from the Office of Constitutional Affairs. Or proof of permission of such can be shown by the Undertaker.

4.4 Notice must be given to the Community Council of the time of the burial

4.5 A bond of £50 is payable prior to any work being carried out on the grave.

4.6 No burials shall be undertaken without appropriate legal notices being obtained. ie death certificate / coroners release notice


4.7 All paperwork relating to the deceased must be forwarded to the Clerk to the Council for completion of burial records

4.8 All graves must be left in an appropriate manner after burial

5
Records
5.1
A record of all burials is to be kept in the Community Council office.

5.2 Notification of burials must be forwarded to the Registrars office

5.3 The graveyard burial map must be marked with the name of the internee.
6
Removal of Remains
6.1
No remains shall be removed without proper consent

6.2
An exhumation order application form must be requested from the Office of Constitutional Affairs.

6.3
The form is to be completed by the nearest surviving relatives of the deceased and the owner of the grave

6.4 Details of the reason for exhumation must be given

6.5 No action should be taken until confirmation of acceptance of the application is received

6.6 The graveyards are not governed by the Church of England and therefore no permission need be sought from them.
