The minutes were adopted as a true record and using the minutes the Chairman updated the 
meeting as to the current situation.

Matters Arising and Progress Made
The Clerk drew member’s attention to three matters that needed to be considered:
1. The carpet in the office, specifically beneath the Clerk’s chair, was damaged beyond repair and needed replacing.  The Clerk advised that he was taking his annual holiday in November and would try to co-ordinate the work with his absence.  This was agreed.  Clerk to arrange
2. It had emerged during his recent attendance at an SLCC training day that annual portable appliance testing (PAT) was vital in respect of health & safety requirements and that he had received details from the Clerk at Radyr & Morganstown as to a suitable electrician to do the work.  This work would need a specific budget for future Financial years but in the meantime it was agreed to proceed with testing and identify the funds from under-spending budgets.  Clerk to arrange
3. The Maintenance staff had examined the roof above the meeting room where there was evidence of damp penetration on the ceiling.  The gutters had been cleaned and some tiles re-aligned and a close watch would be kept on the area to see if this had resolved the problem.
There was a general discussion following the visual inspection and it was agreed the following matters needed attention:

1. The area to the side and rear of the garage to be cleared and especially to move the historical artefacts to a place of safety.  The area between the garage and the cell to be the location of only the bins and the ladders, with all other items being moved to the area at the rear of the garage.  Clerk to arrange
2. The step down into the Police entrance is rotten and needs removing and replacing with a metal grid that will not direct water onto the door jamb.  Clerk to arrange
3. The fence between the front yard and Solfach needs treating with a wood preservative.  Clerk to arrange
4. The noticeboard alongside the front door needs re-varnishing.  Clerk to arrange
