The minutes were accepted and agreed by all.

Matters Arising
Paragraph 103
Cllr Jones pointed out that PC Tebbutt had advised him that the detection rate was on Our Bobby.com and he had subsequently checked and this was not the case.  He asked that the Clerk raise the issue with PC Tebbutt.  Clerk to arrange
Paragraph 107 (Paragraph 94)
Cllr Jones asked what update there had been on the illegal stables and the Clerk advised him that the stables were directly related to Planning Application 09/01777/W which was shown at Paragraph 113(a) as it was proposed to move the stables to another part of the field that was not in the conservation area.  The outcome of this application had not, as yet, been determined.
Paragraph 109
Cllr Priday asked whether any progress had been made in whether Gwaelod y Garth could share a Community Sweeper with Tongwynlais.  The Clerk advised that he needed to follow-up this issue.  Clerk to arrange
Paragraph 107 (Paragraph 95)
Cllr Rees said that one of the Christmas trees in Pentyrch had not got any lights.  The Clerk asked to be advised of which one in order that he could speak to the person concerned.  A general discussion then took place in relation to Christmas trees and lights, the costings and other options.  Councillor Harrison advised that the issue would be tackled earlier next year with a view to having a better show in Pentyrch.  
Paragraph 111.3
Cllr Priday raised the issue of the legacy in respect of the Rest Centre and the Clerk advised him that he had not received any money but that it would not be a problem to put the money into a specific account or ring-fence it in a specified way.  He went on to say that he had been in contact with Harry Rees and had advised him that the monies could be expended on the Memorial Park, as suggested, but that the ultimate decision would rest with the Pentyrch Community Council.  Councillor Jones expressed the opinion that the monies from the legacy as well as any money raised from the sale of the Rest Centre should be spent wholly within the village of Pentyrch.  The Clerk expressed the contrary view that the Pentyrch Community Council were the sole trustees of the Rest Centre and that the spending of any money raised should be determined by the Council.  There was a general discussion which the Chairman brought to a close by advising that this was an important issue for proper discussion at the appropriate time when it will be the subject of a specific agenda item.

Cllr Priday asked about the display boards and when and where they would be used.  Cllr Williams advised him that it was hoped that they would form a permanent display within the Council offices but that they would be able to be transported to other venues when required.

Cllr Williams advised Councillors that the Christmas ‘Link’ had been circulated and that the closing date for the next Link was 5th March 2010.  

The Clerk was advised that there had been sporadic deliveries in Creigiau with Parc y Felin, Dol y Felin and Queen Charlotte Drive not receiving any Links.  Cllr Dafis advised that she would check whether Parc y Coed had received their Links.  The Clerk asked all Councillors to advise him of reports of non-delivery, as the Scouts in Creigiau had been lax in the past and consideration may have to be given to an alternative method of delivery.

127.1
Annual Audit
The Clerk advised the Council that Mazars LLP on behalf of the Wales Audit Office had audited the Council’s accounts and certified the annual return. These had been displayed in the noticeboards as required.

The Council agreed the Christmas Bonus to each of the Maintenance Staff of £35. Clerk to arrange

Christmas Holidays ~ Office opening hours
The Council agreed to the opening hours proposed by the Clerk.  Cllr Priday felt that emergency numbers should be displayed for the benefit of residents and the Clerk agreed to draw up a list and  put these up in the noticeboards.  Cllr Thomas felt that this could also be included in the next Christmas Link.  Clerk to arrange

CCC Designated Public Place Order
The Clerk explained the intention of CCC to extend its banning of the consumption of alcohol in the street or public place to the whole of Cardiff.  The support given to the initiative was confirmed by members.

CCC Local Development Plan
The Clerk explained the issues with the LDP to members.

Grants
There was only one grant application, which was from the Radyr & District Good Neighbours on behalf of the Pentyrch Tuesday Lunch Club, who were seeking financial support towards the Christmas Lunch they had given to the pensioners on Tuesday 15th December 2009.  It was proposed that they be given £100 and this was agreed by all.  Clerk to arrange
127.7
Pentyrch Neighbourhood Watch
The Clerk drew members’ attention to the dates of the Pentyrch PACT meetings and the meetings of the Pentyrch Neighbourhood Watch, which coincided every other month.

127.8
Wales International Business Park
The Clerk had detailed the events that had occurred since the last update at the September meeting and went into detail in relation to the pre-Inquiry meeting held at City Hall on Tuesday 15th December, which the Clerk had attended.  He made the point that the Planning Application for the WIBP would be held in abeyance until the CCC LDP had been finalised.  The PCC were unable to give evidence at the hearing of the Local Development Plan as they had not objected to it previously, however Radyr & Morganstown CC had objected and it was hoped that the PCC could ‘piggy-back’ the Radyr & Morganstown CC objections.  A meeting to this effect was being scheduled for early 2010.
Cllr McKay advised members that he had heard that one of the partners within the consortium was seeking a buyer for their share. He had also heard that the NHS and the South Wales Police were not committing to moving their Headquarters to the site.  

127.9
Cardiff Buses

The Clerk explained to members how he had seen the spread given by Cardiff Bus in the centre pages of the Capital Times and had taken issue with the fact that Cardiff Bus did not serve any part of the PCC area nor was the £3 ‘Rover’ fare available to all other parts of Cardiff available to residents of the Pentyrch Community Council.  He had written about this in the Link and had taken up the issue with Cardiff Bus who had advised him they had no plans to extend their services to the PCC area.  As a consequence, he had emailed all Councillors seeking their suggestions for the best way forward and had received some suggestions but felt that Councillors needed to discuss how best to progress this issue.  
This provoked a lively discussion with Cllr Harrison explaining how he had been party to a number of emails, particularly from Cty Cllr Bowen and Cty Cllr Craig Williams, who fundamentally disagreed over the status of Cardiff Bus and how annoyed he was at the stance adopted by Cllr Bowen.  As only a small number of Councillors had been included within the emails, the Clerk read out the emails from Cty Cllrs Bowen and Williams.  It was generally agreed that Cardiff Bus do not serve the residents of the PCC area despite the area paying some of the highest rates in Cardiff.  
It was proposed, by Cllr Jones, that the CCC could bring pressure to bear on Stagecoach and Veolia, who operate buses in the PCC area, to have an interchangeable ticket so that PCC residents could also enjoy the £3 ‘rover’ ticket enjoyed by the remainder of Cardiff residents.  This was agreed.  Clerk to arrange
Cllr McKay also felt that the ‘real-time’ information available at the Cardiff Bus Stops should be extended into the Pentyrch Community Council area.  
127.10
Traffic Management Issues

The Clerk explained that, at the last meeting (Paragraph 114, last entry refers) Councillors had been asked to bring their concerns over traffic issues to the December meeting and that, in the meantime, two Councillors had requested that the traffic issues be made an Agenda item in the January 2010 meeting.  This was being arranged and the Clerk asked that all the issues that Councillors were going to raise be forwarded to him for inclusion in the agenda item in January.  This was agreed.  Clerk to arrange
Cllr Williams stated that he had been to a meeting as the former Chairman of the PCC, he believed in February 2009, with County Councillors and County officers in relation to a catalogue of concerns that had been brought to their attention.  He felt that we should now ask when CCC were going to act on the decisions made at that meeting.  Clerk to arrange

Schedule of Payments and Receipts

Cllr Jones raised the matter of speculation over the possible development of the field behind the school in Pentyrch, although the Clerk advised him that no potential development had been included within the Cardiff LDP and therefore any development was unlikely as a consequence.
