What are the objectives of the Policy/Strategy/Project/ Procedure/ 

             Service/Function?            
	Outline

The current vehicular route within the village does not provide safe pedestrian access given the absence of pavements and formal crossing points. As such it is proposed that improvements to the informal track / pedestrian route arrangement as provided by School Lane, Gwaelod y Garth, Cardiff, which is currently a non-adopted highway; (therefore not maintained to the similar standards of adopted highway); would provide a safe, suitable and sustainable pedestrian route for the whole community but in particular those who could be considered as the most vulnerable e.g., children, elderly and disabled people.   
Consultation Options and Considerations 

In order to fully consider the options with the community through formal engagement a number of options have being proposed to provide improvements relating to School Lane in Gwaelod-y-Garth and the situation as outlined above.  

The three options were:

1. Do nothing.

2. Improved footpath adjacent to the wooded section.

3. Upgrade of road to adoptable standards with footway adjacent to the resident properties.

The purpose of the consultation was to obtain information from the local community in order to provide a recommendation to the Community Council via the Local Member and if possible address any concerns raised.

As Main Road, has no dedicated pavement, School Lane acts as the walking route from the old Village of Gwaelod-y-Garth to the extended village lower down.  School Lane provides the link for the community to access village facilities; such as the primary school, village hall, post office and recreational areas.

School Lane is non-adopted highway and therefore does not get maintained to the similar standards of adopted highway.  Therefore the condition of the road can deteriorate, especially in wet weather.  The condition of School Lane is the predominant reason why petitions and requests have been received for improvements.  An image of School Lane after rainfall is shown below:

Surveys have shown that up to 40 pedestrians utilise School Lane to access the school either by foot or by cycle each day. An inspection of police accident records has revealed that there has been no injury related accident in this location during the last five years with regards to pedestrian and cyclist movements.

Gwaelod-y-Garth was created by the extractive industries of mining and quarrying in the 19th Century and these extractive industries still operate around Gwaelod-y-Garth today. In 2002 the UK Government decided that some of the money raised by the Aggregate Levy could be used to fund projects that reduce the impact of past, present and future aggregate production, or reduce the need for primary aggregate extraction. The Welsh Government gets a share of this money to support community projects.  Applications are assessed by an independent Advisory Panel which makes recommendations to the Welsh Government Minister for Natural Resources. The Minister makes the final decision on which projects are funded.

The Council has agreed to work with the Local Member and Community Council to provide options for improvements and these are described below and, if requested, support the delivery of an approved option and application to the Aggregate Levy Fund if supported by the community.

	The existing and made area of School Lane runs from the top end of the village to Bethlehem Cottages, which in 1829 it served as a school, also used on Sundays as a chapel. The County School, which the lane also serves, opened in 1881, with additional building done in1898. 

As time progressed, the village grew. A track to join School Lane was created by foot passage from the lower end of the village to school and upper village. This track is the only method of walking from the lower to the top end of the village in safety.  The track floods regularly and is rough and pot holed.  Temporary repair fails to address this because there is no drainage in place. Within days of repair, the track is again flooded and as the flood clears, mud makes safe and easy pedestrian progress hazardous. Through time, the track has taken on the name of School Lane.

There is no other pedestrian access through the village as Main Road has heavy traffic but no pavement provision along part of its’ length.   Therefore School Lane acts as a route to connect the community.  This connectivity supports a range of users including; young children getting to school, walkers with dogs, visitors going to the CCC/CADW Lan Memorial, older people and wheel chair users. Currently, older residents have great difficulty moving through the village on foot. This means that cars have to be used, exacerbating the heavy traffic on busy Main Road. 

To understand the need for this upgrade, it is necessary to understand that Gwaelod y Garth is an old village with only one access road.  This means anyone wanting to walk from one end of the village to the other either has to take the risk on Main Road or struggle through potholes, mud and flooding on the track to School Lane.

We seek to upgrade to adoptable standards.  This upgrade would provide a huge benefit to the village environment for residents, for visitors and the extended community.  Importantly it would provide access to vulnerable users to an area that is currently not accessible.

Surveys have shown that up to 40 pedestrians utilise School Lane to access the school either by foot or by cycle each day. An inspection of police accident records has revealed that there has been no injury related accident in this location during the last five years with regards to pedestrian and cyclist movements.

	The current situation creates a number of differential impacts associated to safety, mobility and independence for the whole community. These considerations are explored in the following points:-

· Absence of pavement provision along part of its’ length and safe crossing points to the Main Road through the village of Gwaelod y Garth, results in hazardous pedestrian and vehicular interactions for the whole community, especially as the Main Road is heavy trafficked. (Traffic Movement TON MAWR Quarry: (T Rees) Approximately 25 per day. (Information supplied by T Rees); CEMEX Currently there are some 300 vehicular movements per day in and out of the quarry (approximately 900,000 tonnes per annum). 
· The alternative route currently provided by the un-adopted highway track connecting the upper to the lower village along School Lane, Gwaelod y Garth, can be considered as unappropriated / difficult to access, presenting a number of physical hazards for the whole community but in particular the most vulnerable e.g. the elderly, disabled and young etc. 

· Hazards created through this un-adopted highway / track can be associated to its poor state of repair, the absence of drainage, potholing, loose grounding materials / underfoot conditions, flooding, uneven surfaces etc. all of which can be considered as hazards to the community who may be using the track as an alternative safer route to the Main Road. It is also considered that all the above hazards would reoccur upon temporary repair, due to there being no drainage in place, resulting in the reoccurrence of flooding and mud etc. being deposited as it subsides over prolonged time making the ground conditions unsafe and difficult for pedestrians. 
· Hazards associated to the condition of the Track for those using the connective route including; young children getting to school, walkers with dogs, visitors going to the CCC/CADW Lan Memorial, older people and wheel chair users. 
· Currently, older residents and children have great difficulty moving through the village on foot. This means that cars have to be used, exacerbating the heavy traffic on busy Main Road. 

· Vehicle usage is increased in many instances as for many using their own cars if they can is seen by residents as the only safe means of transport to local amenities which are often within walking distance, this results in increased vehicle movements and car, again exacerbating the heavy traffic on busy Main Road. 

· If individuals cannot use the track or don’t have access a private vehicle they may become isolated and unable to exit their own homes. 

· Currently, those with young children, young children and older residents have great difficulty moving through the village on foot. This means that cars have to be used, exacerbating the heavy traffic on busy Main Road.
· Unregulated vehicle movements and parking in the lane / track area, may be hazardous to pedestrians also using the environment, in particular this may affect those with sight loss and mobility limitations who may not be able to negotiate uncontrolled / irregularly parked vehicles. 
· Surveys have shown that up to 40 pedestrians utilise School Lane to access the school either by foot or by cycle each day with many reporting the route as hazardous for the above reasons. (Inspection of police accident records has revealed that there has been no injury related accident in this location during the last five years with regards to pedestrian and cyclist movements – however such incidents are historically under reported).

	Upgrading the route to adoptable standards, to incorporate suitable drainage and rise standards to ensure a safe pedestrian environment, would provide a huge benefit to the village and its environment for all residents, for visitors and the extended community.  

Importantly it would provide a safe alternative access for vulnerable users to an area that could be considered inaccessible or difficult to access.

Such provision may include:- 

· A segregated footway to vehicle movements in the non-adopted section of School Lane which will improve pedestrian safety for all residents and visitors walking through the village.

	The following points can be directly associated to the protected characteristic of disability; these should be considered as being made in addition to those indicated above within age. 

The current situation creates a number of differential impacts associated to safety, mobility and independence for the whole community. These considerations are explored in the following points:-

· With particular reference to those with a range of disabilities e.g. sight impairments, mobility impairments;  the absence of pavement provision along part of its’ length and safe crossing points to the Main Road through the village of Gwaelod y Garth, results in highly hazardous pedestrian and vehicular interactions especially as the Main Road has heavy trafficked. (Traffic Movement TON MAWR Quarry: (T Rees) Approximately 25 per day. (Information supplied by T Rees); CEMEX Currently there are some 300 vehicular movements per day in and out of the quarry (approximately 900,000 tonnes per annum).  
· The alternative route currently provided by the un-adopted highway track connecting the upper to the lower village along School Lane, Gwaelod y Garth, Cardiff. School Lane; Also presents a number of hazards for the whole community but in particular the most vulnerable e.g. disabled people, for a range of reasons such as the hazards created through this un adopted highway / track associated to its poor state of repair, the absence of drainage, potholing, loose grounding materials, flooding, uneven surfaces etc. all of which can be considered as hazardous to the whole community but in particular the disabled community who are more likely to use the track due to fear and limitations created through the situation on the Main road as a safe route.

· As with the protected characteristic of age the previous point refers to an increased likelihood of hazard but particularly in relation to those with a disability who may use the track as a connective route in accessing local amenities such as the school and the CCC/CADW Lan Memorial. Currently, residents have great difficulty moving through the village on foot. This means that cars have to be used, exacerbating the heavy traffic on busy Main Road. Furthermore it must be considered that many disabled people are unable to drive or have access to their own vehicles, as such their inability to use the lane may result in them being confined to their homes or having their independence restricted as there are limited to receiving assistance from others to access society. 
· Vehicle usage may continue to increase in many instances as this is seen by residents as the only safe means of transport to local amenities which are often regrettably within walking distance, this results in increased vehicle movements and car, again exacerbating the heavy traffic on busy Main Road. 

· Current provision via either route is considered by many cyclists of all ages and abilities to be unsafe due to the above reasons, again increasing car usage and restricting sustainable modes of transport. 
· Unregulated vehicle movements and parking in the lane area, may be hazardous to pedestrians also using the environment, in particular those with sight loss and mobility limitations who may not be able to negotiate uncontrolled parked vehicles. 
· Surveys have shown that up to 40 pedestrians utilise School Lane to access the school either by foot or by cycle each day with many reporting the route as hazardous for the above reasons. (Inspection of police accident records has revealed that there have been no injury related accident in this location during the last five years with regards to pedestrian and cyclist movements – however such incidents are historically under reported); Furthermore in respect of disability as it is unsafe in many respects for disabled and or elderly people to use the route, it is likely that usage figures do not fully consider the disabled community in the figures as such it is suspected that many disabled people would benefit from improvements to the area)  

	What action(s) can you take to address the differential impact?

	As with the protected characteristic of Age, upgrading the route to adoptable standards, to incorporate suitable drainage and rise standards to ensure a safe pedestrian environment, would provide a huge benefit to the village and its environment for all residents, for visitors and the extended community.  

Importantly it would provide a safe alternative access for vulnerable users to an area that could be considered inaccessible or difficult to access.

Such provision may include:-
