PC Huw Thomas was not present and the Clerk advised the meeting that he had spoken to the officer the previous week and that he was intending to be present.  It was decided to defer ‘Police Matters’ until the officer arrived.

Minutes of the full Council held on 21st March 2011
Cllr Priday proposed the minutes were accurate.  This was seconded by Cllr Rees and agreed by the majority.  Cllr Jones disagreed saying they were not accurate and he would address the issues under ‘Matters Arising’.  The minutes were signed by the Chairman.

Matters arising

Paragraph 187 (Paragraph 172 [Paragraph158]) 
Cllr Jones referred to the paragraph relating to the closed session in the January meeting and stated he had not asked a question of the Ombudsman in the minutes but of One Voice Wales.  The Chairman, Cllr Thomas, interjected telling Cllr Jones that he had been advised by the Ombudsman not to bring the matter up in public and that he was ‘out of order’ in asking the question.  Cllr Jones denied that he had been so warned.  Cllr Thomas ruled any further conversation on the topic ‘out of order’.  Cllr Jones insisted that the Chairman was not correct in ruling his question ‘out of order’

Minutes of the Museum Committee Meeting held on 4th April 2011.

Cllr Williams proposed the minutes were accurate.  This was seconded by Cllr Priday and agreed by the meeting.  The minutes were signed by the Chairman.

Matters Arising
Cllr Williams advised members that the next meeting of the Museum Committee would be on Monday 6th June 2011 at the Council offices.  Cllr Priday asked whether the museum could be up and running by the time of Pentyrch Open Gardens at the beginning of July.  Cllr Williams advised him that the plan was to open the museum in September but that they would assess the progress made at the next meeting and advise whether it was possible to open part of the museum up ahead of schedule.
Cllr Rees advised that she had missed the previous meeting, as she had not seen the email and asked that the Clerk telephone her in future.  Clerk to arrange

Clerk’s Report
16.1
One Voice Wales AGM & Annual Conference 2011
The Clerk advised members that the date of the AGM had been set for Saturday 8th October 2011 at Pontrhydfendigaid, Ceredigion.  One Voice Wales was early this year in advising Councils as this was something usually decided upon at the AGM in May.  Councils decided that they wished the matter to be deferred until the AGM. Appointment of Administration Assistant (Job Share)
The Clerk advised members of the appointment of Mr Lyndon Brain and that he had started his duties on 5th April 2011.  He also advised members that he had received a ‘thank you’ card from Mrs Madeleine Webb for her leaving present.  Cllr Priday stated that the three candidates were all of a very high calibre and any one of them could have carried out the role.  He added that it had been extremely difficult choice to make.  The Chairman felt that the Council should write to Mrs Webb formally thanking her for her service and this was endorsed by members present.  Clerk to arrange

Easter Holidays.
The Clerk explained the rash of five Public Holidays that were due to fall from Good Friday on 22nd April through to the Spring Bank Holiday on 2nd May 2011.  As a consequence the Council office would only be open on Wednesday 27th April 2011 between 9.30 – 11.30 am.
16.4
Cardiff Local Development Plan
The Clerk explained to the meeting the approach he had received from St Fagans CC for a combined meeting to address the proposals for the LDP as a group rather than independently.  This prompted a discussion with many Councillors expressing an interest in attending a joint meeting.  It was decided that the PCC would agree to a combined meeting and when the time, date and venue had been arranged, the Clerk would advise all Councillors, so that as many as wanted to could attend. The Police Officer arrived and the Chairman deferred the remainder of the Clerk’s report in order to receive the report from the Police
17
Police Matters
PC Huw Thomas apologised for his lateness which was due to being summoned to an incident whilst en route to the meeting.  He introduced PCSO Jess Southam and advised members that the financial cut-backs had resulted in a re-structuring of Neighbourhood Policing.  There was no longer an Inspector dedicated to Neighbourhood Policing and the responsibility for Neighbourhood Policing in the area had passed to Inspector Arkontopolous, who was the Inspector in charge of Fairwater Police Station.  PC Thomas together with PCSO Southam was now responsible for rural Cardiff covering the villages of Radyr, Morganstown and St Fagans in addition to the four villages in the PCC area.  
He went on to discuss the Police surgeries that were being proposed, which were also known as ‘Coffee with a Copper’.  This had already been set up in St Fagans and had been very successful.  It was intended to set it up in GYG, when the Village Hall refurbishment was completed and also Pentyrch Village Hall, although the officer had been having problems getting hold of the booking secretary.  Cllr Priday immediately offered his contact details to point the officer in the right direction.  The one sticking point at this time was Creigiau Church Hall where the Committee wanted payment for the use of the hall and the Police did not have the budget to do this.  PC Thomas hoped that the Committee could be prevailed upon to change their minds.  PC Thomas went on to say that the surgeries were dedicated time slots every two weeks and were in addition to, and not instead of, the PACT meetings.
PC Thomas finally advised members of the crime statistics for the previous month with Pentyrch recording 6 crimes and 5 arrests, Gwaelod y Garth recording 2 arrests for Drugs and Creigiau recording two crimes and arrests for assault.
Cllr Owen then advised the officer of vehicles speeding along Cardiff Road during the evenings and queried an automatic speed adviser similar to the one on the A.4119 Llantrisant Road.  He was advised to contact 101, especially if there was a registration number available as the more times ‘101’ were contacted the more it enabled a picture to be built up of the problem.  Cllr Jones felt that front-line services were being eroded with the re-structuring, which PC Thomas did not agree with.  He went on to query a fatal road accident that occurred near the Caesars Arms and queried whether the accident was a result of driver error or health or road conditions.  A discussion ensued at this point and it was pointed out that the Coroner would enquire fully into any fatal road accident and that the PCC had decided against requesting this sort of information following the fatal accident on Heol Pant y Gored Road around Christmas.

The officer finished by advising that the next PACT meeting in Creigiau is on 10th May 2011 at the school and the next PACT meeting for Pentyrch is on 11th May 2011 at the Rugby Club.  The Chairman thanked both officers for their attendance.

Clerk’s Report (continued)
18.5 
Rest Centre
The Clerk advised members of the request by the auctioneers to reduce the guide price and reserve of the Rest Centre in the brochure advertising the Auction on 9th May 2011.  A discussion ensued during which Cllr Williams queried whether the Council had secured an asbestos report.  The Clerk advised that one had been done and the outcome was that there would be no extra cost for any proposed demolition of the Rest Centre, as the only asbestos found was in very low quantities within the bitumen used to seal the concrete  sections that form the walls.  As the Chairman had made an executive decision to resist the request of the auctioneer, he sought the support of the meeting in respect of his decision.  The meeting voted overwhelmingly in support of the Chairman’s actions.  
18.6
Resignation of a Community Councillor
The Clerk advised that he had received the resignation of Cllr Sheila Dafis who had completed her move back to North Wales and had advised CCC (Electoral Services) of the casual vacancy in the Creigiau Ward.  He went on to explain to members, at the request of Cllr Owen, the process that would now be followed to fill the vacancy.  Cllr Thomas stated that Cllr Dafis had done a lot of work behind the scenes and had been successful in reintroducing a senior youth club to Creigiau and felt the Council should honour her commitment by writing to her and thanking her for her work. This was agreed by all present.  Clerk to arrange
18.7 
Council Insurance
The Clerk explained the offer made by Came & Company to move the renewal date of the 2012 premium from 1st June to 1st October and, in so doing, receiving a four-month period of free Insurance in exchange for a further year of loyalty agreement.  Council voted to agree to this proposal.  Clerk to arrange
19
Schedule of Payments and Receipts
Payments of £14,037.37p and receipts of £300.00 were recorded for March 2011.  These were proposed as accepted by Cllr Priday seconded by Cllr Williams and agreed.
20
Planning Applications
There were 3 planning applications to consider:
a) 11/00426/DCO ~ Craig y Parc School, Heol y Parc, Pentyrch.  No adverse comments
b) 11/00427/DCO ~ Listed Building Consent, Craig y Parc School, Heol y Parc, Pentyrch.  No adverse comments.
c) 11/00663/DCH ~ Penylan House, Star Lane, Capel Llanilltern.  There was a general discussion regarding this application and it was finally proposed by Cllr Priday that the PCC had no adverse comments in respect of the application.  This was seconded by Cllr Williams and agreed by the majority of Councillors.
Cllr Davies raised the issue of the refusal of planning permission for the Cattery, GYG advising members that an enquiry, into the reasons for the refusal, had confirmed the issues that had been raised by the PCC, namely outside the village envelope, development in open countryside and over-development of the site had been given as the reasons for the refusal.
Cllr Jones raised the issue of the Horeb Chapel being used as a venue for musical shows and could take up to 180 people for which there was only one toilet and no car parking facilities.  He warned of the potential for the premises being used as a disco or nightclub.  The Clerk pointed out that for this to happen they would need to apply for on-licences and other licences for which there were stringent conditions in respect of toilets, fire escapes, access etc., and that it was not likely to occur.  Cllr Priday pointed out that he had been to musical evenings at the Chapel and that as a listed building it would be impossible to have a disco because of the presence of the pews and although he agreed the car parking could be problematical, he felt that Cllr Jones’ concerns were unfounded.

Correspondence
Cllr Priday queried the advert from Pentyrch Open Gardens and was advised that the Clerk had already addressed the matter.
Cllr Priday also referred to the circular walks and the Clerk advised the meeting of the current plans by CCC (Footpaths) to install noticeboards advertising a circular walk from Creigiau to Pentyrch and also in GYG.  This impacted upon what the PCC had planned to do and the Clerk wanted to iron out the issues with CCC before committing the PCC to expending any money on replacing their own circular walks plaques in Creigiau and Gwaelod y Garth.
Cllr Owen raised the issue of the email from Cty Cllr Delme Bowen in respect of the Neighbourhood Renewal Scheme and the Clerk read out the contents to the meeting where Cllr Bowen had passed on the suggestions from the Community Council.  Cllr Davies asked that the Clerk enquire of Cty Cllr Craig Williams as to whether he had done the same in respect of the GYG suggestion.  Clerk to arrange

To consider Road and Traffic Management issues 
The Clerk read out the response received from CCC following the FOI request.  It advised that CCC’s revenue budget for road repairs in 2010/11 was £894,950 and that £66,908 had been spent in the Pentyrch Ward in the same period.  In addition they also confirmed that £50,000 had been highlighted for carriageway repairs to Heol y Pentre and Bronllwyn.  There followed a general discussion regarding the issues of value for money and the best way to report road defects to CCC.  It was decided that the existing system of the Clerk forwarding on the complaints of Councillors and residents would continue, as the Clerk could follow up failures by CCC to act in respect of reported problems.
Cllr Rees raised the issue of the 30 mph speed limit on Heol Pant y Gored being extended to below the sharp bend where the chevrons were placed.  This was requested some years ago and it was agreed that this would be revisited.  Clerk to arrange
Cllr Jones again referred to the fatal road accident reiterating that the PCC should ask for the details of the whether speed or road conditions were a factor in the accident.  There was a general discussion around this point and Cllr McKay proposed writing to CCC asking for this information.  This was seconded by Cllr Jones and agreed by the majority present.  Clerk to arrange

Forward Planning
The Clerk presented his end of year report and invited any queries from Councillors.  Cllr Williams congratulated the Clerk on an excellent report and there were no Councillors questions arising out of the report.  Cllr Jones raised the issue of hanging baskets and a general discussion ensued.  Cllr Jones was advised that the hanging baskets being put up at the High Corner Shops were being done by CCC and had their own watering system.  Cllr Jones suggested that CCC be asked to paint the walls behind the hanging baskets prior to hanging them.  Clerk to arrange

	Re Public Library facilities:  I was alarmed to hear on Friday night from our Assembly member that Cardiff County Council has cancelled the planned replacement of  Radyr library.  The existing library, although very much needing upgraded or replaced is nonetheless a great asset for Gwaelod residents, notably youngsters who attend schools in Radyr.  A key concern is that this decision, apparently made without consultation with Radyr and Morganstown Community Council, could result in the loss of £400,000 section 106 funding which would have covered half the cost of the project, for which only a new library would be eligible and that, as a consequence, even an upgrading would now appear to be off the agenda.  I would therefore be grateful if the Council Clerk could check out the position with our neighbouring Council with a view to our perhaps joining forces to raise objections in the strongest possible terms.  Our Assembly Member has already asked the Minister for Heritage to raise the issue  with the Council but feel it important that that august body is aware of the geographical extent of grass root concerns.
