61
Police Matters
PC Huw Thomas was present and handed out written details of each area, talking about the issues of concern, the crime figures and the proposed changes.  He referred to the Creigiau carnival which, once the initial incident had been dealt with, passed off without further incident.  The Chairman commented that PC Thomas had promised police presence at the carnival and congratulated him on having delivered on that promise.

PC Thomas went on to talk about crime in Creigiau, especially burglaries, most of which occurred at insecure premises through unlocked doors and windows.  The Creigiau PACT meeting had led with the issue of traffic problems and a joint approach involving CCC (Highways), PCC, the Police, the School and any other interested groups would meet to consider the problems.  Cllr Graham Thomas advised members that he had a meeting arranged for Tuesday 17th July with CCC Traffic Officers and would be in a better position to advise of the next steps after this meeting.   Cllr Stuart Thomas advised that a further item of discussion was the suspicion of drug dealing in Dol y Felin and the lay-bys near the Frog Pond.  PC Thomas advised that the next PACT meeting for Creigiau was on 11th September 2012.
Moving on to Pentyrch, the officer advised there had been several thefts from motor vehicles and went on to describe several crimes.  He wished to thank members of the Neighbourhood Watch, who had assisted in the distribution of a crime survey and their presence at the PACT meetings in Pentyrch.  The latest PACT meeting had expressed concern regarding vehicles parking on the pavements and it had been decided that future instances would be dealt with in a common-sense way, only ticketing the worst offenders.  The next PACT meeting for Pentyrch and GYG would be on 12th September with the venue to be decided.
GYG had suffered some shed burglaries and the officer went on to describe the surgery he was holding for residents who could not get to PACT meetings.  He finished his presentation by reference to the abstractions that would be caused by the Olympics and his hopes for using the mobile police station, when it was available. 
The Chairman thanked the officer for his attendance adding how important the Council felt that his attendances were at meetings.

County Council Matters
Both County Councillors were present.  Cllr Craig Williams outlined issues in the Pentyrch & GYG wards starting with the problems of the road at Heol y Bryn.  A survey has revealed that the eco-drain system has eroded the road underneath and the road requires major re-construction.  Tenders have been invited for the work which will include connecting the eco-drain to the main system to ensure the problem does not re-occur.  This work is scheduled to be done this financial year.  
Money has also been ear-marked to improve the walkways in GYG to the school along Main Road.  There is not enough money to construct proper pavements but sufficient to improve lighting and access.  Cllr Williams went on to observe that the whole of Main Road needed re-surfacing.  He then advised that another project at the top of Heol Goch had been included in the budget to allow automatic speed reminders to be located.  It was hoped that this project would proceed following consultation with the PCC.  
He mentioned that there were some contentious planning applications in GYG and then went on to the issues of dog excrement which had been raised at the neighbourhood management meeting.  A lot of residents had complained about this issue and notices would be put up regarding the problem.  A discussion ensued at this point during which Cllr Williams advised that a lot of education and enforcement was required.  

He then went on to advise Councillors of the progress that was being slowly made in relation to School Lane, GYG with the CEO of CCC, Mr Jon House, having visited the road and walked along it.  Cllr Williams was also anxious to get the parking wardens out of the City Centre to visit some of the areas that had parking restrictions but no parking enforcement.  He then advised that the garages in Fairmeadow, Pentyrch, which had been a cause for concern for some time, were to be demolished and three social housing bungalows were to be constructed and added to the Council housing stock.
Cllr Williams then moved on to the subject of the LDP, the draft deposit having been apparently leaked to the South Wales Echo causing alarm and despondency in areas west of Fairwater and Creigiau.  The last administration had ruled out most of the green field submission sites and the Welsh Government had subsequently rejected the LDP.  This administration seemed intent on building on green field sites, although he stressed that this was only the first stage and full consultation would follow where the developments that were to be opposed, could be vehemently fought and mitigate, as far as possible, those that could not be fought.  Cllr Graham Thomas reiterated Cllr Williams views pointing out the proposal of 750 homes in Creigiau plus a further 250 in the International Business Park and 7,500 in Fairwater/Pentrebane would all feed into the A.4119.  The Clerk queried whether the projected number of houses was based on the disputed figures, supplied by the Welsh Government, in respect of the anticipated growth of the area and which were based on figures from before the recession.  Both Councillors agreed this to be the case.  A discussion ensued during which Cllr Stuart Thomas made the points that consultation should be locally based in order to ensure maximum attendance and that contact should be made with the other Community Councils to ensure a unified approach.  This was felt to be a good idea and the County Councillors intended asking James Clemence to brief the Community Councils and hold a question and answer session in relation to the proposals.  

Cllr Williams finished his contribution by pointing out that it was remiss of him not to have mentioned the proposed electrification of the Cardiff/Swansea line as well as the Valleys lines, which will improve access into the City from Taffs Well.
Cllr Graham Thomas referred to the parking issues in Star Lane, Capel Llanilltern which had been visited by CCC officials and the problem was to be resolved by converting the grassed areas into parking spaces.  He also reiterated his meeting the following day with CCC officers to discuss future meetings in relation to Creigiau’s traffic issues.

The Chairman thanked both Councillors warmly for the invaluable information.

Sale of land at Creigiau.
The Clerk advised members that the sale of land in Creigiau, agreed at the February meeting, had been completed.  This related to a small area of land that was to the north-west of the roundabout on the footpath between Maes y Nant and Llys Dewi.  The Clerk had now received a request from Mr & Mrs Williams to buy the small area of land to the south-east of the roundabout and diagonally across from the land sold.  The Clerk advised Council that he did not advocate the sale of Council land as a matter of course; but there were small pockets of land on this Title which were difficult to maintain and offered nothing in terms of a public amenity.  As a consequence he recommended to the Council to accept the offer which he felt was fair and in keeping with previous decisions.  The Council discussed the offer and Cllrs Howard and Stuart Thomas were against the sale arguing that these small pockets of land were what made a village.  The Chairman brought the discussion to a close by asking for a vote for or against the sale.  No Councillors voted for the sale and seven Councillors voted against.  The offer was therefore rejected.  Clerk to arrange

Pentyrch Village Hall ~ new fire escapes
The Clerk advised members of the proposals of the PVH Committee to amend the fire escapes and seeking PCC approval for the plan.  Councillors agreed unanimously to the proposals.  Clerk to arrange

Invoices for Council Elections held on 3rd May 2012
The Clerk told members that he had received invoices for the contested elections in Pentyrch and Gwaelod y Garth and, in addition, had subsequently received a break-down of the costs.  The breakdown provoked a spirited discussion with Councillors questioning why the cost of the count was the same for Pentyrch and for GYG where there were twice as many voters in Pentyrch than in GYG.  In addition the cost of the polling stations was challenged, especially as the Council were supposed to be sharing this cost with CCC.  Cllr Stuart Tomas proposed that a further breakdown of the figures be obtained from CCC and that payment is withheld pending a satisfactory response.  This was seconded and agreed.  Clerk to arrange

The Clerk advised Council of the further letter received from Mr King and subsequent to the written apology sent to him on 23rd May 2012.
