Williams had a busy morning at the
end of the summer term selecting
the winner - Class 4.

Class 4 have been learning about
their local area. They have produced
a variety of work based on the
history of Creigiau and looked
closely at what is situated in their
local area. They have produced
excellent leaflets to advertise
Creigiau and looked closely at the
old railway station and the
Cromlech. They have done a pond
dipping exercise at Creigiau pond
and produced some independent
researched projects based on their
chosen pond animal. They have also
thought of their own fantasy
symmetrical . bug and made it out of
clay. They have thought about
where it would live at the pond and,
most importantly, the name of their
bug. They have looked closely at
Creigiau Park and thought of ways
to improve it. They have made their
own park rides out of a range of
materials .

Class 5 have been conducting a
historical enquiry of Cardiff Castle.
They have examined the
development of the castle over time
through use of documents and other
sources. They are especially pleased
with their work concerning the Bute
Dowry Fund. Following
examination of previously
unpublished source material, they
were able to conduct role play,
placing them as characters who
applied for and trustees who
awarded the Dowry.



The Welsh Islands
Can Change Your
Life

“If once you have slept on an island /
You'll never be quite the same'
wrote American poet Rachael Field.
Mary Gilham, having slept on many
an island, recognises her as a like
spirit. "There is a certain magic
about islands', says Mary Gilham, a
resident of Gwaelod y Garth, in her
new book, ‘Memories of the Welsh
Islands'.

Most of us have only looked at the
Welsh Islands from the mainland
coast. With this book, we can
explore vicariously. Off St David's
Head is Ramsey, with its craggy
heath, pools, choughs and seals.
From the great empty stretches of
Newgale sands, we can view
Skomer -'just asking to be visited' -
and imagine Skokholm with the
magnificence of its great sward of
seapink, or Grassholm with its
galaxy of gannets. Off Tenby is
Caldey with its famous Cistercian
monastery. Off Anglesey is Puffin
Island or Ynys Seiriol with its
known history stretching back to the
sixth century. Now, in the new
millennium, it houses the largest
cormorant community in Britain.

Dr Gilham reminds us that once
Barry island had a colourful natural
diversity, now found only in the
archives. East of Barry Pier and the
Life-boat mooring, immediately
behind the rubble-filled dock and
across the walled course of the
Cadoxton river, are the Bendricks
with their dinosaur footprints and
Triassic ripplemats. Parallel to the
mainland shore at Swanage, is Sully
island, where longshore fishermen
maroon themselves at highwater for
peaceful casting of their nets. From
Cardiff Bay, we see Steepholm and
Flatholm - “the island of lost causes',
scarred by rabbits, with its non
economic farming attempts and its
isolation hospital, but home to the
Marconi memorial and the gulls
which fly along the Taff Valley
from Merthyr.

Mary Gilham studied at the
University of Wales (Aberystwyth

4 and Bangor), starting her research

on the islands as part of her thesis.
Browsing through her book, looking
at the botanical drawings,
photographs and sketches is an
enticement to visit the islands which
offer so much from the rare sight of
merlins and peregrines, soaring
kestrels and a cornucopia of wild
flowers against the sea and the
natural landscape and history of the

Mollie was born in Manchester and
attended 'The Hollies' Convent school
and, after being the first student from
that school to win a State Scholarship,
went to Manchester University where
she obtained a degree in the classics.
She went into the teaching profession,
but it was not to her liking, and she left
to enter the Civil Service. During the
war she worked on code-breaking at
Bletchley Park, near Bedford.

After the war, Mollie met Roy and
moved to Manchester where both
Michael and Lindsey were born. Roy's
work took him to South Wales where
they established their new home at
Gwaelodygarth which has been the
family home ever since.

Mollie - and Roy - immediately
became actively involved in the
community life of the village. They
were very much the force behind the
team which conceived, planned,
financed and ultimately constructed our
Village Hall, which was opened in
1971. The years leading up to this were
an amalgam of fund-raising activities.
Remember the legendary carnivals
which held up traffic on the main road
through Taffs Well? The Mile of
Pennies stretching from one end of the
Gwaelod to the other?

Mollie continued her involvement in
community life by taking on the office
of Clerk to the Pentyrch Parish Council
- an appointment which she held from
1976 to 1988, having previously served
for two years as a community
councillor. Again during this period, she
became actively involved in the
Gwaelodygarth W.I., serving at various
times as President and as Secretary. She
was also the Secretary of the Youth
Club, and also served as Vice President
of the Village Hall. Later she became

involved in the Community Enterprise
Unit - a project designed to help the
unemployed youngsters of the area in
acquiring skills and abilities to help
them in their future careers. Mollie later
became Chairperson of the
Gwaelodygarth Senior Citizens - a post
she held with great enthusiasm.
However, some have argued that the
summit of her community life was her
contribution to the Gwaelodygarth
Ladies Concert party. who can ever
forget her rendering of 'Nobody Loves a
Fairy when she's Forty'?

In between all of this frantic activity,
Mollie worked as a market researcher,
helping to influence government policy.
It is indeed entirely appropriate that the
local council saw fit to name a road in
the then new housing development at
Riverglade after Mollie and Roy. This
was of course Patmore Close.

Not everyone agreed with her
viewpoints, but Mollie had a beautiful
smile to defuse any potential areas of

conflict. Mollie was always seeking to
improve her knowledge of the world
around her. She attended afternoon and
evening classes at local education
centres and right up to the end, she was
an avid reader. She was a lover of
music, theatre and opera, and regularly
attended concerts in the city. She was a
member of the Pentyrch local history
society.

Animals too were a part of the
Patmore family. The sight of Mollie
taking Trixie the dog for a morning
stroll across the playing field was a part
of the village scene.

The forty or so years, during which I
have known Mollie and her family have
been both a privilege and a pleasure. 1
am sure that I echo the sentiments of
everyone in Gwaelodygarth, past and
present, old and new, when I say 'Thank
you Mollie for your major contribution
to our community. We shall all miss
you.'

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John Weston Thomas
Harpmaker. 1921 - 1992

The village of Gwaelod-y-Garth has
produced many notable characters
and residents, many of whom have
now sadly passed away.

One such resident to make an
impression was John Weston
Thomas the harp maker born in
Cardiff in 1921 and moving to Pear
Tree Cottage Gwaelod-y-Garth with
his wife Joan in 1952. A ftrue
character, I remember him standing
outside his workshop in his
woodcraft apron and with his
trademark pipe in his mouth. No
visit to the shop that used to stand
next-door to his cottage would be
complete without the sight of John
lovingly practicing his craft.

He set about restoring the cottage
and when finished went to work in
the National Museum of Wales
where for ten years he spent his time
repairing, renovating, and making
models. A later commission led to
his first miniature harp which started
him on the path to resurrecting harp
making in Wales.

Wales had not seen harp making
for sixty years but now John was
producing Celtic or folk harps , the
Chromatic and Triple , as well as
making repairs and modifications.
This work was carried out across the
road from his cottage in his
workshop until it became too small.
Together with his son Alun and two
apprentices the family moved in
1974 to Sealyham farm near Wolfs
Castle Pembrokeshire which had the
necessary outbuildings for
conversion to workshops. John
produced the “Welsh Triple”, the
tallest harp in the world standing 6ft
6ins with 95 strings, which produced
a “echoed” or ‘“chorus” effect.
However a design fault led to strain
and the eventual breakage of the
harp. This problem was overcome
by John by inventing “The
Perpendicular Triple,” displayed at
the 1986 Eisteddfod in Fishguard,
this design proving its worth over
the years and now being used in
today’s “Triples” made by Alan and
apprentice Brian.

In 1983 John was awarded the
BEM for services to craft in Wales

and to harp
making in
particular. His
love for harps
is  illustrated
by his quote:
“I won’t make SERSRE]

a harp for just |RSthdss

anyone. I

must be sure that it will go to a good
home and [ cross—examine any
prospective buyers. After all it’s an
instrument that must be loved. You
rest your cheek against it, put your
arms around it, and then caress its
strings”’.

The village today still has links to
the harp albeit in the form of
performing rather than manufacture,
Catrin Finch (former harpist to
Prince Charles), and Gill Green
providing the music.

Dear Friends

Nearly every nation has some
Christmas stories and I should like
to share with you one from Sweden
— very simple but very meaningful.

A man went out in mid-winter on
a dark night to borrow some live
coals to kindle a fire. He went from
house to house and knocked on
each door. “Please help me” he said.
“My wife has just given birth to a
child an we have no fuel for a fire. |
must make fire to warm her and the
little one.” But it was too late, all the
people were asleep.

The man walked on and on. Soon
he left the village and came into
open country. At last, a long way
off, he saw the gleam of a fire. He
walked towards it, and saw the fir
was burning in an open field.
Several sheep were sleeping around
the fire and an old shepherd sat on a
rock watching over the sheep. As the
young man came nearer, he saw
three big dogs asleep at the
shepherd’s feet. All three woke up
when they heard him coming, they
opened their mouths as if they were
going to bark but there was no
sound. The dog looked angry and
dashed at the man but did no harm.
The shepherd seemed to be almost
asleep, wrapped in his thick cloak.
Gently the man made his way
through the sleeping sheep. A he did
the old shepherd woke up. He was
an ill-tempered old man, unfriendly
and not too fond of other people. He
picked up a heavy stick and threw it
at the approaching stranger. But the
stick flew past him without touching
him. The young farther went up to
the shepherd and asked for coals
from the fire to warm his wife and
the new baby.

At first the shepherd only stared.
He wanted to say “No”. But when
he saw the dogs did not bite the
man, and the sheep did not wake,
and that the stick would not strike
him, he felt afraid. He said in a gruff
voice. “Take what you need!” But

he thought to himself, “he can’t pick
up burning coals.”

To his amazement the young man
bent down and picked up the
burning coals with his bare hands,
and he was not burnt. He wrapped
them in his cloak and it wasn’t even
scorched. As he was moving away,
the shepherd called out “What kind
of night is this, when dogs won’t
bite, and sheep are not frightened,
and the stick did not strike you, and
the fire does not burn?” The young
man said “I can’t tell you. You must
see it for yourself. Good night and
many thanks.”

The shepherd followed the man to
see if he could learn the secret. He
saw that the young mother and her
baby were lying in a cave among the
hills. As he saw the baby, something
stirred in his heart. He opened his
leather knapsack and gave a soft
white sheepskin to the father. “take
it”, he said, “and wrap up the child
or he will freeze to death.” And the
moment his heart melted his eyes
were opened. A great light shone
round the three figures in the cave.
An he heard angels singing that this
night the Saviour of the world was
born. He fell on his knees and
thanked God.

At Christmas time we draw near in
our word and in our hearts to the
infant Jesus. And in Jesus we see
God, who has become Man and
entered all the joys but also the
strife, turmoil, pain and grief of our
lives. Jesus the Son of God, caged in
a helpless babe in sordid
surroundings of utmost poverty,
caged in the village carpenter, caged
by the cruel nails on the cross, and
above all, caged in you and me in
whom He still seeks to dwell if we
will open our hearts to Him.

Further to the article in the previous
Community Link, good progress is
being made in renovating the Parish
Church Hall, Creigiau, which is
badly in need of refurbishment.

The building has been made wind
and weather-tight. Repairs have
been carried out to the roof to
prevent the ingress of water and the
outside of the hall has been rendered
and painted. A total renewal of the
roof will be required in perhaps five
to ten years as funds become
available for this and other work.

Internally wet rot and woodworm
have been identified and the
woodwork of the stage and floor
treated. Work has been done to

provide toilet facilities for the
disabled.

The chapel will be
maintained to stage live concerts
with top level artists and the vestry
will be adapted to provide a musical
recording studio.



THE MAGIC OF
MYRRH

Myrrh was one of the gifts brought by
Balthazar the King of Ethiopia to the
baby Jesus on the first Christmas. In
ancient times it was valued more highly
than gold. Myrrh and Frankincense a
similar plant had spiritual and medical
significance.

Myrrh is a plant resin derived from the
thorny desert shrub Commiphora
molmol which grows wild in the Horn of
Africa. Local Somali tribesmen cut the
bark of the tree which then exudes a
protective resin like a tear drop of
amber. These harden and are
periodically harvested as granules by the
natives. Not all the trees are harvested at
the same time and some are periodically
allowed to rest in a cyclical manner
following strict traditional tribal rules.

There are other kinds of myrrh, indeed
there are over twenty different species.
True Myrrh comes only from the tree
Commiphora molmol (sometimes named
Commiphora myrrha). To add to the
confusion there is one other significant
type of myrrh called Scented Myrrh or
Haddi ( sometimes referred to as
Opoponax). This has a powerful and
attractive perfume and is widely used as
incense. True Myrrh also has and
interesting musky smell and is currently
still widely used in the perfume industry
to provide what is called the “base
notes” of perfumes.

Myrrh is renowned as an ancient
medicine. The Greeks used to carry
Myrrh with them into battle and if
injured would smear the wounds with
Myrrh. We now know it has strong
antibiotic properties. It was used by
natives as an incense to repel, flies
insect pests and ticks and is used to this
day as a rub for horses. In medieval
times Arab ship builders would seal
their boats with Myrrh which appeared
to prevent wood boring molluscs from
making holes in the wooden hull. Even
in Victorian times the resin formed part
of a recipe used by the Navy to paint
and preserve wooden decks.

From a biological point of view the
Myrrh tree has evolved the resin over
millions of years as a sap or exudate to
protect itself if injured. It is not
surprising therefore that the mixture
contains many chemicals of a defensive
nature. We now know that the mixture
in fact contains hundreds of different
compounds, some are volatile and some
in the form of oils and gums. The plant
uses these to seal or plug any wounds
made in the bark. Many of the natural

10 chemicals in the resin will repel insect

pests and attract others to eat the pests
in a subtle chemical warfare. Some of
the chemicals defend the tree from
bacterial and fungal attack and modern
chemical analysis shows the mixture to
contain antibiotic and antifungal
compounds many of which are new to
science.

It was this rich potential which led us
as scientist working at Cardiff
University to initially investigate the
potential of Myrrh as a slug or mollusc
repellent. Dr Ahmed Ali a fellow
Welshman from Newport whose father
came originally from Somalia joined our
team. We were sponsored by the WDA
and a business company from Swansea.
After three years work, we announced
our results at the National Eisteddfod in
Newport and of course on the internet.
Myrrh indeed proved itself to be a very
potent slug and snail repellent and this
use was duly patented. The product is
now commercially available and details
of the invention may be perused at
www.slugs.biz

It takes the form of a non poisonous
organic mix of ground Myrrh and
special wood chip which can be poured
out to surround and protect your
favourite vegetables or flowers.
Slugs.biz does not kill slug pests it
simply sends them away to the garden
next door, or to be eaten by some lucky
hedgehogs or birds. It is therefore
harmless to humans, pets and wildlife
and a very suitable product for organic
gardeners.

The story does not end here, Myrrh
has proven itself to be a source of gold
to the University. Further research work
has show the resin and some of its
extracted chemicals can be used in an
antifouling paint to protect ships and
marine installations and international
collaboration is producing significant
new formulations. These formulations
prevent the settlement and growth of
barnacles, limpets and other molluscs
and hopefully may eventually replace
the current toxic products that are based
on organo-tin.

Myrrh also has a golden future in the
field of medicine. It is already widely
used in herbal prescriptions in Arab,
Chinese and Indian medicine. In the
future its individual chemical
components will be isolated and
analysed in the fight against disease. It
may well prove to hold particular
secrets for controlling cancer and cell
death, but that is a different story.

1990 to 2010.
The History of a
Village Campaign

Local people must be extremely
disappointed at the request of the
Quarry Company to defer the new
access until 2010. The Pentyrch Hill
is highly unsuitable for its heavy
quarry traffic for all the reasons
rehearsed in the many letters sent to
Cardiff County Council over the
years. It is hard to understand that a
Legal Agreement is allowed to be so
open to deferment.

The quarry company say that they
will soon make a start on driving
through a tunnel, but point out that
the tunnel and the plant removal are
linked to productivity. The Cemex
Operations Manager said that when
Redland signed the Legal
Agreement in 1997 it was based on
previous production. It was now not
realistic to put forward dates that
could not be met. It was likely to be
2008 before the plant could be
moved and longer before traffic
could be expected to stop using the
hill.

The Legal Agreement signed
in1997 had all the terms that had
been agreed and established in 1990
when the Public Inquiry was halted.
We had assembled in Gwaelod y
Garth Village Hall to hear the
Inquiry officially opened and closed
on the same day. On March 7%
1991, the compromise plan was
reported in the Western Mail. One
of the points agreed was that a new
access would be created to the site
through a tunnel. People were told
that heavy quarry traffic would be
off the hill in three years. It seemed
to good to be true — and history has
shown that it was.

Since that time, the quarry has
been the subject of take-over and has
repeatedly changed hands. However,
Redland/ Lafarge, RMC and Cemex,
have all had to agree to the same set
of Legal Agreements. Local people,
who had campaigned for a fair deal
since 1987/8 onwards, were
reassured by CCC that the planning
clauses were immutable. Few of us
understood that Legal Agreements

could be deferred.

The removal of stone from the
quarry near the access tunnel area is
critical to the plan. Cemex explain
that not enough has been removed
yet. But quarrying has gone on
elsewhere in the quarry over the
years of waiting. Councillor Priday
tells us the Assembly has awarded
the quarry the contract for widening
the M4.  She hopes that their
business plan for achieving the
planning time table will be stronger
after this £4 million pound contract.
No longer can the quarry blame
deferment on a drop in demand for
stone.

Local people hope that CCC will
ensure that there are no more delays
in the provision of the new access to
Taffs Well quarry by enforcing a
time scale more in line with the need
of our villages. Some who marched
in the original campaigns are now
dead — and more of this generation
may be before the promised
outcome of heavy traffic from the
hill is achieved. The long delay
becomes increasingly unacceptable.
When we celebrated the new access
plan in1991 not one of us dreamed
we would be asked to wait until
2010 for the completion of the Legal
Agreements.

I spoke to representatives from the
company and they have agreed that
they will hold further “events” for
the public at landmark dates during
the coming months as they intend to
start the internal tunnel
breakthrough works on the 17"
October 2005.
