Police Matters
There were no Police officers present and the Clerk advised members that PC Jones (Creigiau) was unwell and PC Tebbutt (Pentyrch & Gwaelod) had contacted the Clerk earlier to advise that he was tied up with an operational matter.  Nevertheless both officers had provided details of occurrences, crimes and arrests in the Council area in the previous month.  The Clerk read out the details to the meeting.
The Chairman asked if there were any questions to be asked of the officers, via the Clerk.  Cllr Harrison requested that the Police be asked if it is possible to separate the figures for Pentyrch and Gwaelod, in order to understand the differences better.  Clerk to arrange

Public Session

There were three members of the public present along with County Councillor Craig Williams.  Cllr Williams advised the meeting that the problem with refuse collection in Pentyrch, following the introduction of the new system, was slowly improving and he had brought Stephen Phillips, the Corporate Director responsible, to Pentyrch to illustrate the problems first-hand to him.  Stephen Phillips had promised a further smaller vehicle and more supervisors for the area which should help alleviate the problems.  Cllr Williams also referred to the quality of the road surface throughout the area and said that he was working with Cllr Delme Bowen to try to obtain an improvement in the road surfaces.
Adrian Watkins of Main Road, Gwaelod y Garth brought up the issue of parking matters that was reported in the meeting of 21st July 2008.  He identified himself as the culprit who had parked on the grass verge of the road and apologised for doing so.  He objected to the fact that his registration number was published in the minutes and consequently on the web-site.  The Clerk advised that Mr Watkins was factually correct although there was no identification of the vehicle or the owner.  Mr Watkins agreed but felt that he was being singled out for parking on the grass verge when the parking facilities available to him were limited.  He also pointed out that other people also parked on the footpath including Cllr Rosser.  The Chairman pointed out that it was illegal to park on the footpath or verge and would not condone such an action.  He acknowledged Mr Watkins’ point regarding the publication of the registration number and agreed to look into the future publication of similar material.
Mike Colley of Bronhaul, Pentyrch wanted to raise two points.  Firstly he advised that there was a considerable hole in the road down to Rhydlafar by the bridge and he asked that it be reported to CCC.  Clerk to arrange
Secondly he expressed surprise that the minutes of the previous meeting were not circulated prior to the next meeting and asked whether it was possible to have draft minutes available.  The Chairman responded by advising that it was an issue that was actively being looked at and thanked all members of the public for their contributions.

Matters Arising from the Public Session.

Cllr Jones pointed out, in response to Mr Colley’s last point, that this was an issue that he had previously raised but that the Council had turned it down.  The Chairman advised that the Standing Orders were still being drafted and that the issue with respect to the minutes was not yet finalised despite the vote in respect of Cllr Jones’ proposal.  The Standing Orders committee hoped to provide a draft Standing Orders in time for the next meeting when the issues could be discussed more fully.

Minutes of the full Council meeting held on 17th November 2008
The minutes were accepted as a true record and signed by Cllr Williams.

Matters arising 
Paragraph 127
Cllr Jones felt that the presentation had gone on too long and that the presentation should have occurred during the public session or there was a danger of setting a precedent.  The Clerk advised Cllr Jones that he had told the presenters that they had 15 minutes and they did not exceed that.  In addition issues of this nature had been dealt with in a similar manner at previous meetings and that precedents had already been set.
Paragraph 131
Cllr Harrison repeated his request regarding the separation of the figures for Pentyrch and Gwaelod y Garth.

Cllr Jones raised the issue of the two emails he had received from PC Tebbutt into the two issues he had raised with the Police and were reported in the minutes.  He asked that the Clerk detail fully the contents of the emails in the minutes relating to the amount of time on patrol and the issue regarding HGVs travelling illegally through Pentyrch, as he felt that the people of Pentyrch should be aware of PC Tebbutt’s response in full.  The Clerk expressed concern that the emails should not be replicated as there could be a breach of confidentiality as the emails were sent to specific individuals or email addresses.  The Chairman did not feel it was appropriate to replicate correspondence in full in the minutes but that the essence of Councillor Jones’ request would be recorded.  

Paragraph 133 (Paragraph 114)
Cllr Jones reinforced, again, that the paragraph referred to the Pentyrch Community Council whereas it should only refer to Pentyrch.  Other Councillors, notably Cllrs Davies and Rosser, disagreed with him.  
Paragraph 139.2

The clerk advised the meeting that not only had the bench been removed but it had also been replaced and the white line had been painted on the floor beneath the bench as requested by Cllr Pickard.

The Clerk advised that the plaque and the cheque were due to be presented to Gwaelod y Garth Primary School at 10 am on Thursday 18th December.

Clerk’s Report
155.1
A Shared Community – A Model Charter.
The Clerk advised the meeting that he and the Chairman had attended a meeting at County Hall on Tuesday the 18th November and gave a précis of the discussions that had taken place.  A further meeting had already been arranged by the Chairman of St Fagans CC for 13th January 2009 and three delegates were invited from Pentyrch CC.  The Chairman and Vice-Chairman were both available and Cllrs Jones, Harrison and Davies all expressed an interest in attending as the third delegate.  Cllr Thomas proposed Cllr Davies be the third delegate as then each of the three villages would be represented.  Cllr Rosser seconded this proposal and it was carried.  The Clerk agreed to advise the St Fagans CC Clerk of the decisions.  Clerk to arrange
155.2 & 3
Grants
The Clerk advised the meeting of the four grant applications he had received from within the Community and described the details of each applicant.  Cllr Thomas proposed £200 to GYG Village Hall and £50 to each of the other applicants.  Cllr Rees felt that the Bowls application was deserving of more as it was specific in relation to encouraging young persons to take up the sport and counter-proposed that the Bowls club received £100, but agreed with the remainder of Cllr Thomas’s proposals.  This was seconded by Cllr Harrison and agreed by members.  The Clerk confirmed, in response to Cllr Jones’ query, that the total sum allocated was £400 and that this left £150 for allocation at the March 2009 meeting.  Clerk to arrange

Schedule of Payments and Receipts
Payments of £7,070.78 and receipts of £2,968.88 were recorded for November 2008.  Cllr Jones queried the size of the bills to Promec of a combined total of over £1,000.  The Clerk explained the reasons behind the bills, specifically the cost of repairing the brakes on the Land Rover and that he had queried the bills with Promec directly at the time.  He also expressed his dissatisfaction with the level of service provided by Promec and that he was considering having the next MoT carried out at another garage.  Cllr Jones queried whether it would be more cost-effective for a leased vehicle but was assured by both the Clerk and Cllr Thomas that it had been considered but it had been shown to be less cost-effective than the previous Land Rover; which had cost £4,000 and lasted for 10 years.  Cllr Jones also queried the payment of £658.00 to Treescene and was advised that this was for the felling of three Alder trees between the Frog Pond and Parc y Felin that had been agreed at an earlier meeting.  The Chairman thanked Cllr Jones for his interest.

Planning Applications
There were 7 planning applications to consider:

In addition the Clerk drew members’ attention to Planning Application 08/02451/W which had been considered at the previous meeting in November and where no adverse comments had been recorded.  In the intervening period Mrs Mayers, 18 Troed y Garth, had contacted both County Councillor Craig Williams and the Clerk with her objections to the proposal.  The Clerk had circulated her letter by email to all Pentyrch Councillors; however, it would appear that some Councillors had not received this document.  Consequently the Clerk read out Mrs Mayers objections in full to the meeting.  There was a general discussion about the application and the plans were examined.  It was decided that the Clerk would object to the application on the basis of an overdevelopment of the site and the affect the development would have on the neighbours.  In addition the Clerk would echo the County Councillor’s request that the Planning Committee have a site meeting in respect of the application, so that they may observe at first hand the problems. They’ve had to cut some trees down alongside the road because of danger to traffic. They are attempting to come to an agreement with CCW and Cardiff Council over how many trees should be cut.

Scrambling is a problem in the woods.

They are proposing a Footpath Review.

There is a new application going in for the Wenvoe Quarry Extension.

Stuart Williams from the County told me that there was no consultation planned on the Local Strategic Plans until next April/May.
