The Chairman, Cllr Penri Williams, welcomed everybody to the Annual General Meeting of the Pentyrch Community Council pointing out that the Council, in its current format, came into being in 1974 and that he had been elected to the Council in 1979.  He briefly reflected on the interesting times that had occurred during this period recounting some of the characters and events.

To Receive Councillors’ declaration of Acceptance of Office if appropriate
There were no new declarations of Acceptance of Office.
19
To Elect a Chairman of the Council
The outgoing Chairman, Cllr Penri Williams, invited nominations for the post of Chairman of the Council.  Cllr Priday nominated Cllr Thomas; this was seconded by Cllr Rees and agreed by those present.  Cllr Thomas then took the Chair.  The Chairman’s declaration of office was not considered to be necessary at this time.  Cllr Thomas thanked Cllr. Williams for his hard work, his editing of the Community Link, his maintenance of the PCC web-site and his stewardship of the Council in the previous twelve months.

To Elect a Vice-Chairman of the Council.

The Chairman, Cllr Thomas, invited nominations for the post of Vice-Chairman.  Cllr Priday nominated Cllr Lindsay Davies, pointing out that she apologised for her absence at the meeting, which was due to her having suffered a back injury, but had indicated her willingness to stand for the position.  Cllr Davies’ nomination was seconded by Cllr Rosser and agreed by those present.

To receive any amendments or additions to Councillor’s Registration(s) of Interest
The Clerk advised the meeting that he had received some amendments.
22
To appoint Statutory or Standing Committees 
The Clerk had provided a list of the Committees and their members.  The list also indicated where vacancies existed.  The Chairman and Vice Chairman are ex-officio members of all the Council’s committees.  The following decisions were made:


Internal Committees
a) The Estates & Open Spaces Committee would comprise of Cllrs Harrison, Davies, Prosser, Jones and Thomas.

b) The Staffing Committee would comprise of Cllr Priday, Thomas, Harrison and Rees.

c) The Disciplinary/Grievance Committee would reflect the Staffing Committee viz. Cllrs Priday, Thomas, Harrison and Rees.

d) The Appeals Committee would comprise of any three members from the remaining Councillors who are not members of either the Staffing or Disciplinary/Grievance Committees.

e) The Internal Audit Committee would reduce from 3 to 2 with Cllrs Thomas and Williams carrying on in the role.
f) The Buildings Committee would comprise of Cllrs Rosser, Dafis, Prosser, Williams and Thomas.

g) The Dave Jenkins Heritage Initiative Judges would continue to be the Chair, Vice-Chair and Don Llewellyn.
h) The Museum Committee would comprise of Cllrs Rees, Prosser, Williams, Davies and Dafis.

The Chairman announced that he had, that evening, received the resignation of Caroline O’Connor as a Councillor.  He advised the meeting that Mrs O’Connor had resigned for business and personal reasons and would therefore not take up the position as the PCC representative on the Creigiau Primary School Governing Body.

External Bodies
i) Pentyrch Primary School Governing Body.  Councillor Harrison had been elected into the role at the previous meeting and his tenure would be until 2013.
j) Creigiau Primary School Governing Body.  Cllr Dafis was elected as the PCC representative.

k) Gwaelod y Garth School Governing Body.  Cllr Rosser had been elected into the role at an earlier meeting and her tenure would be until 2012.
l) Pentyrch Sports Association.  Cllr Harrison would continue to represent the PCC on the trustees of the PSA.  Cllr Rees asked to step down as the nominated reserve and Cllr Jones volunteered to take her place.  

m) CRAMC.  The Chairman pointed out that all Councillors were members of CRAMC and should attend the meetings.  The Clerk advised that one Councillor should be given the specific role as the PCC were entitled to only one vote at meetings.  It was pointed out that Cllr Prosser had been attending meetings and he was proposed by Cllr Thomas and seconded by Cllr Williams.  It was agreed that he would be the official PCC representative at CRAMC meetings. 
n) Pentyrch Village Hall.  Cllr Priday would continue to be the PCC representative.  
o) Gwaelod y Garth Village Hall.  Cllr Davies would continue to be the PCC representative.
p) Pentyrch Neighbourhood Watch.  Cllr Priday would continue to represent the PCC and Cllr Jones would be the second representative.

q) Taffs Well (Cemex) Quarry Liaison.  It was agreed that PCC representation would be unchanged with Cllrs Williams, Jones, Rosser and the Clerk representing the PCC.

r) Good Neighbours.  It was agreed that Cllr Rosser would be the PCC representative.

s) One Voice Wales.  It was agreed that PCC representation would continue to be Cllrs Williams and Thomas. 

t) GE Healthcare Liaison Committee.  It was agreed that PCC representation would continue to be Cllrs Priday and Rosser.

The Chairman pointed out that it had been agreed at a previous meeting that the dates for the sub-committee meetings would be set at the AGM in order that members could make the necessary diary arrangements.  The following dates were agreed for the meeting of the sub-committees for the following year.

(i) Estates & Open Spaces Committee would meet at 7pm on 29th June 2009 and 1st February 2010.

(ii) Museum Committee meetings would be set at the previous meeting with the next meeting already scheduled for 1st June 2009.

(iii) Staffing Committee meeting would be held at 7pm on 5th October 2009.

(iv) The Buildings Committee meeting would be held at 7pm on 7th December 2009.

(v) All other Committees would meet as and when it was deemed necessary.

23
To consider the Payments of any subscriptions falling to be paid annually.

It was agreed to renew the subscriptions as set out in the Clerk’s report when they fell due. 
24
To inspect any deeds and trust instruments in the custody of the Council.
The Chairman advised the meeting that these formed part and parcel of the accounts and would be available at the next meeting.  Members agreed to this course of action.
25
To consider the Council’s Annual Accounts
The Chairman confirmed that the Accounts would be ready for the Council meeting in June 2009.  Members agreed to this course of action.
26
To consider the question of whether the pay and conditions of service of existing employees of the 
Council shall be reviewed.
The Clerk advised the meeting of the current situation and it was agreed that any pay rise awarded in 2009/10 would be accepted and back-dated to 1st April 2009.
