The Chairman, Cllr Harrison, told the meeting that he had been remiss, following the AGM the previous month, not to have publicly thanked Cllr Thomas for his Chairmanship over the last two years and his support for Cllr Harrison during the previous 12 months, when Cllr Harrison was the Vice-Chairman. He wished to have it recorded in the minutes his thanks and those of the remainder of the Council for Cllr Thomas’ contribution.  All members present agreed.

Police Matters
PC Huw Thomas was not present and the Clerk advised the meeting that he was on compassionate leave following the death of his mother.  As soon as the officer returned to work, it was hoped that the crime statistics would be circulated which the Clerk will forward to all Councillors.  Clerk to arrange
Cllr Rosser queried an accident in Gwaelod y Garth on Sunday 19th June and Cllr Thomas referred to his Councillor’s report regarding the parking of a burger van in Tynant Road, Creigiau, which was causing an obstruction, especially at peak times.  A discussion ensued regarding the suitability, or otherwise, of asking CCC for double, yellow lines at Tynant Road between Tregarth Court and Heol Creigiau, the deployment of Traffic Wardens, who were now under CCC control and consideration of making the parking, on this stretch of road, for school buses only.  It was decided that, in the first instance, the Clerk would write again to the Police for action to be taken before PC Thomas’ return to duty.  Clerk to arrange

Public Session

Kenneth Hughes was present and stated he wished to congratulate CCC for the excellent job that had been done on the road between Maes y Sarn and the Horeb Chapel.  He thought that the re-surfacing had been done quickly and to a high standard giving a smooth road surface, which was now in stark contrast to the rest of the roads in Pentyrch.  He also queried why there was a Community Council in Pentyrch and not in other parts of Cardiff.

Matters Arising from the Public Session.

Mr Hughes was advised by members of why Community Councils were only in some areas of Cardiff and not others and he was also advised that there was a publication in the Council offices advising of the responsibilities and benefits of Community Councils. Cllr Priday advised the meeting that the Transport Management Group, chaired by Cllr Williams, had recently circulated some 900 questionnaires via the Neighbourhood Watch.  Of those circulated some 260 were returned completed, which is a much larger percentage than expected.  Cty Cllr Williams and the Chairman of PNW were now undertaking the task of collating those views and drawing up plans to show the village a consensus of what was requested.  The Chairman asked that the Clerk speak to Cllr Williams and seek his comments on the work undertaken and this was agreed.  Clerk to arrange

Cardiff Local Development Plan
The Clerk reminded the meeting that he had submitted the PCC’s objections to some of the submission sites and had copied all Councillors into the correspondence.  Cllr Williams advised the meeting that he had attended the consultation in Radyr School, alongside Cllrs Davies and Owen, and there was concern that the choices being offered were all unrealistic.  The Clerk went on to remind Councillors that it was felt, at a joint meeting of the Clerks and also Councillors, that the whole process was flawed because of its reliance on spurious figures supplied by Welsh Government.  This was discussed and it was agreed that the Clerk would write to Welsh Government voicing our concerns.  Clerk to arrange

Community Shop in Pentyrch
The Clerk had circulated to all members the letter received from Judy Keenor and a discussion ensued.  It was, felt in general terms, that the proposal was laudable but there was concern that is was also premature and may undermine existing businesses.  The Clerk was asked to thank Mrs Keenor for her interest but that the PCC could not support such a move at this time.  Clerk to arrange

Planning Applications
There were 14 planning applications to consider:
a) 11/00860/DCH ~ 7 Parc y Bryn, Creigiau.  There were no adverse comments.
b) 11/00765/DCO ~ 6 Glan yr Afon, Main Road, Gwaelod y Garth.  It was felt that this was a difficult site to access to allow for the build. The garage belonging to No 6 was going to be for the proposed new house and no replacement was proposed, thereby adding to the traffic problems.  It was also felt that this was an over-development of the site.  Clerk to arrange
c) 11/00900/DCH ~ 57 Parc y Bryn, Creigiau.  Cllr Thomas agreed to visit the site and the co-relation to adjoining properties and report back with any observations to the Clerk.
d) 11/00923/DCO ~ Creigiau Primary School.  There were no adverse comments.
e) 11/00896/DCO ~ Moto Service Area, Junction 33 M4.  There were no adverse comments.

h) 11/00935/DCH ~ 10 Tyn y Coed, Pentyrch.  The original permission had stipulated obscure glass in the western side of the conservatory.  It was clear from the photographs supplied that this condition had not been complied with and members saw no reason for the condition to be changed.  Clerk to arrange
i) 11/00894/DCH ~ 10 The Terrace, Creigiau.  There were no adverse comments.
j) 11/01026/DCH ~ 31 Parc y Bryn, Creigiau.  There were no adverse comments.
k) 11/01048/DCH ~ 5 Llys Gwynno, Creigiau.  There were no adverse comments.
l) 11/00929/DCO ~ Land adjacent to 1 Nant y Garth, Gwaelod y Garth.  This was the second application on this site following an earlier refusal.  Members still felt that, despite the ownership of the site having been apparently resolved, the objections, previously made, were still valid; namely, the site was outside the village envelope, it was an over-development of the site and the access, directly onto Main Road, was unsafe and dangerous. The Clerk advised that, in view of the positive responses he had received from Cty Cllr Lisa Ford, he had also written to her querying the white lines in the centre of the road outside the entrance to the Creigiau Recreation Ground, pointing out that this had first been flagged up to CCC in 2009. Two of the coach drivers from Creigiau Travel have reported branches banging against the windscreens of the school buses.  There is a tree at the bottom of Heol Goch, Gwaelod y Garth that has hit the windscreen of the single-decker coach and there is another branch, further up Heol Goch towards Pentyrch, that has hit the windscreen of a double-decker coach.  This is very dangerous for coach drivers and a real safety concern for the children being carried.  In addition there are also problems with branches through the bends on the A.4119, Capel Llanilltern, where there is a 40 mph limit.  Last week one of the Creigiau Travel Coaches had its windscreen smashed by a loose branch.  CCC (Highways) need to be advised asap of these hazards.

The Chair quoted from minutes of the last meeting of CRAMC (which had to be reconvened that evening because the meeting wasn't quorate at the time): "There had been no representation from the PCC on CRAMC meetings for the last two years."  I spoke and said that councillors would make every effort in future to improve attendance.  Some members of CRAMC were disheartened at the lack of support from members of the community. This prevented them from bringing on new committee members to facilitate rotation. Some members had been on the committee for years and were desperate for volunteers to come forward to help ease the burden that currently lies on very few shoulders. 	I have been contacted in the last few days by Dr Anthony of 24 Penmaes, Pentyrch who has asked me to raise with the Community Council his concerns about the amount of litter and dog mess on the Garth Mountain, and in the hedgerows leading up to the Garth. He feels that if an additional litter bin and a dog litter bin were placed near the cattle grid, and that they were regularly emptied (as the existing bin is), that there would be much less mess left in the area. He feels that people like him, who walk there regularly, would be more likely to pick up any litter they see if they knew there was a bin on the way down from the Garth in which they could deposit this litter.  He has written two letters to CCC and said, in his second letter, that he will talk to the Community Council about whether it would be prepared to empty these bins regularly, if his request to Cardiff City Council was successful.
