Police Matters
PC Huw Thomas was not present as he was on holiday and the Clerk advised members that he had not received the Police Report either.  The Chairman expressed his concern again at the fact that PC Thomas had not attended a number of meetings and wished that the officer be assured that Councillors took the Police presence very seriously.  He asked the Clerk to request his attendance at the next meeting.  The Clerk reminded the meeting that they had also requested the attendance of Inspector Arkontopoulos and he had agreed to attend, although he had not given a date as, at that time, he had been having difficulties within his computer’s calendar.  The Clerk advised that he would re-contact the Inspector in an effort to get him to confirm his attendance.  Clerk to arrange

Public Session

There were six members of the public present.  Mr Matthew Murphy-Kitto, a GYG resident, addressed the Council on the subject of School Lane and what he saw as a series of broken promises and commitment from CCC to resolve the impasse in relation to the condition of school land and, more importantly, provide a safer passage to the GYG Primary School for children.  He referred specifically to the information from Cty Cllr Craig Williams that CCC had borrowed £14 million to fund investment in the Highways and the School Lane Scheme was included within this amount.  He had hoped to ask Cty Cllr Williams about the continued availability of this money but in his absence was asking the Community Council to determine whether this money was still available and what needed to be done to bring the issues to fruition.  He felt let down by CCC who more than a year later had still done nothing and there was still no safe passage for children to go to and from school.
Mrs Barbara Rodd, a Pentyrch resident, introduced herself as the President of Pentyrch Village Hall (PVH) Committee and went to express her grave concern over the failure of the Health Board and the PCC to deal with the crisis surrounding the Doctors surgery who, since February 2013, had been in emergency accommodation in the Acapela Studios on Heol Goch.  Negotiations for the siting of porta-cabins, as a temporary surgery, in the car-park of the PVH were in progress and it was up to the PVH and the PCC to decide what happens in the future with the use of the land.  She asked that the PCC become more involved in the on-going situation.
Mr Anthony Smith, a Pentyrch resident, introduced himself as the Chairman of the PVH Committee. He opened his remarks by making a personal criticism against a Councillor.  He went onto state that he had been advised that the PCC had sold the land to the former GP, Doctor Benedict, and now that this property was up for sale he wanted to know whether there was a restrictive covenant on the sale of the property
Mr Ken Hughes, a Pentyrch resident, advised that he had reported a flashing sign on Bronllwyn, Pentyrch, which had been turned through 90º by vandals so that it couldn’t be seen.  He had reported this to the Council offices, who had passed it on to CCC, although still nothing had been done.  He also reiterated his disgust at the state of Heol Goch.  As far as the Police were concerned he urged the PCC to complain to the Police Commissioner.  Finally he expressed his disgust at the use by CCC of a van, containing three men, who were employed on a Sunday to empty the rubbish bins.  He felt that this was a waste of overtime payments especially as one person remained seated in the van whilst the other got out to empty the bins.

Matters Arising from the Public Session.

Cllr Priday advised members that her written resolution, to be debated by Council later on the Agenda, was in response to the concerns expressed to her over suitable premises for the Doctors surgery and agreed that the issue had become ‘thorny’.  Her concern was that the porta-cabins could be in place for up to two years, if a permanent site for the surgery could not be identified.  She felt that the PCC should work with the PVH Committee to ensure a satisfactory resolution to this issue.
Cllr Thomas expressed his disgust at the personal criticism of Cllr Bath, which took no account of her pregnancy and the birth of her child during this period.

Cllr James responded to Mr Murphy-Kitto pointing out that he had recently had a meeting with Cllr Ralph Cook, who had told him that there was no money for the School Lane issue, although Cty Cllr Williams had pointed out to Cllr Cook that £10k had been ring-fenced for School Lane.  Cllr Cook had dismissed this pointing out that it cost £3k every time they filled in the pot-holes.  Cllr James advised that he would have another meeting with Cllr Cook and keep badgering CCC to do the work.  The Clerk also advised he had, that day, received a copy of a letter sent by Cllr Ralph Cook to Norma Procter, together with her reply, in which she challenged some of Cllr Cook’s assertions.   The Clerk stated he would forward this to Cllr James.
Cllr Priday supported Mr Ken Hughes’ suggestion that a complaint should be made to the Police Commissioner and it was agreed that a letter should be sent.  Cllr Stuart Thomas lamented that years previously if the Police officer could not attend the meeting, his Sergeant would attend instead and went on to complain that the PACT meetings were not advertised properly and suggested that these points were also made in the letter.

Minutes of the full Council Meeting held on 18th February 2013
Cllr James pointed out that in the third paragraph of Paragraph 144, whilst it was he who had had met the Deputy Leader of CCC, it was Cty Cllr Williams who had advised both of them of the £10,000 already ear-marked.  The Clerk advised this would be amended.  Clerk to arrange

Cllr Priday felt that her resolution had been well covered in the Public Session and the subsequent Matters Arising but reiterated the need to find some way of sharing the information with PVH Committee.  She went on to propose that the PCC should establish a regular liaison with the PVH Committee to ensure the continuity of the surgery in Pentyrch.  This was seconded by Cllr Harrison and agreed.  A general discussion then took place and it was agreed by a broad consensus that a Committee would be formed of Councillors to liaise with the PVH Committee.  This Committee would need to act sooner rather than later and it was further agreed that Cllrs Harrison, Howard, Bath, Hill-John, Troughton and Priday would attend the public meeting about this issue on 25th March and make further arrangements, at that time, for the next meeting with the PVH Committee.

Clerk’s Report
166.1 & 7
Grants
The Clerk explained that £900 had been spent thus far from a budget of £1,840 and that there were four applications from within the Community and, as this was the last grant consideration of the financial year; there were also 13 applications from organisations outside the Council area.  The details of all applicants had been recorded in the Clerk’s report and the Clerk drew Councillors attention to the first two of the external applications as they had been circulated in advance of the meeting.  The Clerk also advised Councillors of previous grants awarded and a specific request from Cllr Rod McKerlich on behalf of Radyr & District Good Neighbours.  There was a wide ranging discussion and the following grants were agreed:

a) Cllr Priday proposed £50 for Pentyrch Open Gardens.  This was seconded by Cllr Hill-John and agreed.  Cllr Troughton declared an interest.

b) Cllr Priday proposed £500 for Radyr & District Good Neighbours.  This was seconded by Cllr Harrison and agreed.

c) Cllr Stuart Thomas proposed £150 for GYG Old Age Pensioners Association.  This was seconded by Cllr James and agreed.
d) Cllr Stuart Thomas proposed £50 for the Taffs Well United Church.  This was seconded by Cllr Priday and agreed.

e) Cllr Stuart Thomas proposed £50 for the Welsh National Mining Memorial.  This was seconded by Cllr Priday and agreed.

f) Cllr Stuart Thomas proposed £100 would be reserved for the application from Pentyrch Tennis Club which would be paid upon receipt of their accounts or financial statement.  This was seconded by Cllr Priday and ageed.

The Clerk advised members that the AGM had been set for 7pm Monday 8th April 2013 and that there had been a specific request for a PCC Councillor to attend.  Both the Chairman and Vice-Chairman had other meetings and could not attend.  Cllr Howard agreed to attend on behalf of the PCC.

Community Boundary and Electoral Arrangements Review.
The Clerk advised members that the review was a prelude to the Local Government Boundary Commission for Wales Review which was due in 2014.  In particular Councils were being asked to consider Community Boundaries; the continuance, or otherwise, of Community Councils; whether there were enough Councillors to represent the community effectively and the effect of Community changes on County Council representation.  There was a wide-ranging discussion on this with the reference made to, among others, the deletion of the polling booth at Capel Llanilltern; the representation of Councillors in Creigiau being less than Pentyrch and the inclusion of St Fagans with Creigiau as a single ward.  The Clerk pointed out that all these issues had been submitted to the Boundary Commission within the last two years and offered to circulate what had been previously submitted to Councillors for their consideration as to adapting it for submission to CCC. The Clerk advised members of the current situation and it was agreed that a response would be awaited from CCC before deciding what further action to take.  Cllr Thomas felt that a unified response was needed from OVW and that the whole issue should be debated at the OVW Conference.  He also asked whether the Clerk had consulted with other Community Councils in Cardiff as to what their experience had been in respect of invoices for any contested elections.
