Minutes of the Annual General Meeting held at 7.00pm, 20th May 2013, at the Pavilion, Creigiau Recreation Ground.

To receive Councillor’s declaration of Acceptance of Office if appropriate
The Clerk confirmed that he had received a ‘Declaration of Acceptance of Office’ from all Councillors.
23
To elect a Chairman of the Council
Cllr Owen invited nominations for Chairman.  Cllr Stuart Thomas proposed Cllr John Harrison to be Chairman; this was seconded by Cllr Hill-John and agreed by all.  Cllr Owen invited Cllr Harrison to take over the Chair.  Cllr Harrison thanked Cllr Owen for his hard work as Chairman and also thanked Council for the honour of being elected Chairman.

To receive the Chairman’s declaration of office if appropriate
The Clerk confirmed that he had received the ‘Declaration of Acceptance of Office’ from the Chairman.  
25
To Elect a Vice-Chairman of the Council.

The Chairman invited nominations for the post of Vice-Chairman.  Cllr Howard nominated Cllr Stuart Thomas; this was seconded by Cllr Priday and agreed by all.
26
To receive any amendments or additions to Councillor’s Registration(s) of Interest
The Clerk advised that he had some ‘Registrations of Interest’ forms for any Councillor who had any additional information needing to be declared.
27
To appoint statutory or standing committees.
The Clerk had provided a list of the Committees, their members and existing vacancies.  The list also indicated suggested dates for meetings, which would all be at the Council Offices.  The Chairman and Vice Chairman are ex-officio members of all the Council’s committees and the following was agreed:

Internal Committees

a) The Estates & Open Spaces Committee would comprise of Cllrs Harrison, Priday, Bath, Howard, Graham Thomas and Wynford Ellis Owen.  The first meeting was agreed to be at 7pm on Monday 1st July 2013.

b) The Staffing Committee would comprise of Cllrs Hill-John, Wynford Ellis Owen, Harrison and Priday.  The first meeting was agreed to be at 7pm on Monday 28th October 2013.

c) The Buildings Committee would comprise of Cllrs Rosser, Troughton, Howard, Jones and Wynford Ellis Owen. The first meeting was agreed to be at 7pm on Monday 30th September 2013.
d) The Link Committee would comprise of Cllrs Stuart Thomas, James, Jones & Priday.  The first meeting was agreed to be Monday 10th June 2013. 
e) The Disciplinary/Grievance Committee would comprise of Cllrs Priday, Wynford Ellis Owen, Harrison, Hill-John and James.

f) The Appeals Committee would comprise of any three members from the remaining Councillors who are not members of either the Staffing or Disciplinary/Grievance Committees.

g) The Internal Audit Committee would comprise of Cllrs Hill-John and Bath. 

External Bodies

h) Pentyrch Primary School Governing Body.  Councillor Harrison remained as the PCC representative. 

i) Creigiau Primary School Governing Body.  Councillor Stuart Thomas remained as the PCC representative.

j) Gwaelod y Garth School Governing Body.  Cllr James remained as the PCC representative. 

k) Pentyrch Sports Association.  Cllr Harrison and Cllr Pickard were nominated to represent the PCC as Trustees of the PSA.  

l) CRAMC.  All Councillors were members of CRAMC and should attend the meetings.  

m) Pentyrch Village Hall.  Cllr Stuart Thomas was nominated to be the PCC representative.  

n) Gwaelod y Garth Village Hall.  Cllr Rosser was nominated to be the PCC representative.

o) Pentyrch Neighbourhood Watch.  Cllrs Harrison and Troughton were nominated to be the PCC representatives. 

p) Taffs Well (Cemex) Quarry Liaison.  It was agreed that PCC representation would be Cllrs Troughton, Bath, Rosser and the Clerk representing the PCC.

q) Good Neighbours.  Cllr Rosser would continue to be the PCC representative.
r) One Voice Wales.  It was agreed that PCC representation would be Cllrs Howard and Thomas.

To consider any subscription falling to be paid annually
Cllr Wynford Ellis Owen proposed the subscriptions be paid when they became due.  This was seconded by Cllr Hill-John and agreed.
29
To inspect any Deeds and Trust instruments in the custody of the Council

The Clerk advised this information had been circulated as part of the accounts.
30
To consider the Council’s Annual Accounts
Cllr Hill-John proposed the Accounts were accepted, this was seconded by Cllr Priday and agreed by all.  The Chairman signed the accounts.  Cllr Stuart Thomas queried why the Land Rover was still valued at £9,000 even though it was purchased some years ago and felt that it should be depreciated to show a true value.  The Clerk pointed out that the purpose of depreciating assets was to offset the cost of depreciation against any tax liability, which the Council did not have.  If assets were to be shown at their true value then it would require an annual assessment of the value of all the Council’s assets which would be expensive and, also, meaningless.  It was the Clerk’s view that the assets should remain valued at their cost upon acquisition.  Cllr Stuart Thomas acknowledged this and thanked the Clerk for his explanation.
31
To consider the question of whether the pay and conditions of service of existing employees of the 
Council shall be reviewed.
The Clerk explained the current situation and that no pay award had been made since 2009/10.  It was agreed that any pay rise awarded in 2013/14 would be accepted and back-dated to 1st April 2012, provided that this was part of the pay award.

Cllr Harrison drew Council’s attention to the Councillor’s annual attendance record circulated with the pre-read papers and congratulated Cllr Stuart Thomas, Nikki Howard and Jeanette Troughton on their 100% attendance record throughout the last year.
