The Chairman congratulated Cllr Bath on her recent marriage to Cty Cllr Craig Williams.

Police Matters

PC Thomas was not present owing to annual leave but had supplied a report for Councillors which had been circulated with the pre-read papers.  Cllrs Stuart and Graham Thomas had attended the PACT meeting in Creigiau, had met the two PCSOs one of whom, PCSO Laura Smith, was destined to be the PCSO dedicated to the PCC area.  A discussion ensued on the request from PC Thomas for a key to the Council Offices to enable the PCSOs to be more prominent in the area.  This issue had already been discussed the previous month when it had been agreed not to release a key to the Police and, in strict adherence with Standing Orders, the issue should not be re-visited for at least six months.  Nevertheless it was felt that this was an issue that required further discussion and it was resolved, once again, that the Police would not be issued with a key.

County Council Matters
Cllr Graham Thomas was present and advised Councillors that the re-surfacing of stretches of the Llantrisant Road was progressing overnight, mainly in the Capel Llanilltern area, although stretches near to Heol Isaf, Radyr were also being re-surfaced.  He went on to say that the playground in Creigiau had been closed temporarily to allow for the grass to be re-seeded.  As far at the County Council was concerned this was a relatively quiet period although the AGM was due.  He urged Councillors to support the Cardiff Riding School (Pontcanna) ‘Open Day’ on Monday 27th May, which was a facility, under threat, owing to budgetary restraints and deserved local support.
He went on to discuss with Cllr Owen the recent Creigiau Steering Group meeting and the concern that interest in the LDP was waning because of perceived inactivity and a discussion ensued on how best to keep the issue in the public’s mind.  Cllr Howard spoke of the understandable apathy of residents and felt that it was important that opportunities were taken to raise the awareness of the LDP and that any event where there was likely to be a large congregation of people should be used.  There was a proposal that a stall would be entered at the Creigiau carnival to inform attendees of the potential problems caused by the LDP.  There would be a cost implication to this and the Clerk suggested that a S.137 grant application may be appropriate in this instance.

Public Session

There were three members of the public present.  Lisa Pereira, (Fairmeadow, Pentyrch resident) was with her daughter and wanted to bring to the attention of Councillors her plans for a mobile Fish & Chip shop serving the villages in the Community Council area, although primarily Pentyrch and Creigiau.  She understood the history surrounding previous applications for fast food outlets in Pentyrch and described her intention of smart liveried vans/uniforms and buying local produce where possible.  She hoped that the Council would support her venture and her purpose in attending was to explain her rationale to members.   She answered questions about the locations of her intended sales and the problems with litter.  The Chairman wished her good luck for her enterprise.
Mr James Snowball (a Pentyrch resident) wanted to raise the issue of the application by Bovis Homes for 53 houses on land to the north of Heol Goch and to the east of Mountain Road, Pentyrch.  He stated that the application had previously been turned down because of the increased traffic problems and the lack of sewage outlet.  He was seeking assurances that the PCC would object to the proposals.  He stated that he had tried to contact Cty Cllr Craig Williams, but without success.  Cllr Bath advised that she and her husband had only just returned from honeymoon and apologised for their absence promising that the County Councillor would contact Mr Snowball shortly.

Matters Arising from the Public Session.

Cllr Stuart Thomas sought the Chairman’s agreement to discuss the issue of the outline planning application by Bovis at this juncture of the proceedings in order that Mr Snowball could listen to the discussion.  This was agreed and the Clerk introduced the issue of planning application 13/00836/DCO.  The Clerk outlined the work carried out by Bovis in submitting the application and referred to the number and size of the supporting documents.  It was clear that Bovis was trying to take advantage of the end of the UDP in 2005 and the lack of an LDP in its place, albeit the preferred strategy, published by CCC, did not include this site as a potential development.  A general discussion took place and Council was unanimous in its opposition to the development.  The objections were not to the additional families, as their presence would be welcomed in maintaining the school and local shops, but in relation to the site itself.  Under the UDP, this site was outside the village envelope and therefore would constitute a development in open country-side.  In addition the previous reasons for refusal were still valid insofar as the development would create too many cars accessing and egressing at a particularly dangerous part of Heol Goch and the sewage infrastructure would not cope with this number of additional homes.  Finally the claims that the site was well catered for in terms of sustainable transport was challenged, as no footpaths or cycle routes existed and public transport is, at best, minimal and erratic.  The Clerk was asked to advise Development Control of the Council’s objection.  Clerk to arrange

The Clerk went on to outline the action taken thus far especially the view of the Council’s solicitor that a lease was preferable to either a ‘tenancy at will’ or a  ‘licence to occupy’ as the details from the minutes could be more easily incorporated into a lease.  In addition the Solicitor suggested that the Surgery was also legally represented and that no work was undertaken until she had firm instructions.  There was a general discussion regarding the issues and it was agreed the following:

a) The Clerk would ask the Solicitor to draw up an appropriate lease, 
b) The Clerk would obtain written confirmation from the Surgery that they were happy to pay the costs and also obtain independent legal representation

Gwaelod y Garth Woodland and Insurance Claim
The Clerk explained the history of the three trees that had all come down in the GYG Woodlands, the cost to the Council and the damage to Mr Santon’s property.  The Clerk advised Council that the contractor had carried out extensive work, which he had discounted to the PCC and also split, so that the costs were shared between two fiscal years.  Nevertheless the Clerk was clear that the costs would severely impact on the Woodland Maintenance budget for the coming financial year.

The Clerk explained the ‘Power of Well-Being’ legislation to members and promised to update them with any further information as it became available.

Community Boundary and Electoral Arrangements Review
The Clerk asked whether the Council was happy with the response he had prepared to the review and circulated to all members on 30th April or whether there was any fine tuning to the response that the Council wished to make.  The Clerk was advised to submit the response as circulated.  Clerk to arrange

CCC Invoice for Election Costs
The Clerk reminded Councillors that the cheque for £2,989.27, which was the proportion of the invoice that it was agreed would be paid, had been accepted by CCC and paid into their account.  A discussion then followed on the best way of responding to the demand by CCC that unless the account was settled by 3rd June, they would begin legal action to recover the amount.  Cllr Priday proposed that a letter be sent to the CEO seeking reassurance from them that the threat of legal action is withdrawn in view of their acceptance of the cheque in settlement of the account. In addition the announcement of the review in relation to recharge rates applied to Community Councils was also discussed and Cllr Hill-John proposed that Cllr Stuart Thomas represent the PCC on the review.  This was seconded by Cllr Owen and agreed.  Clerk to arrange

Community Link Printer Tenders
The Clerk advised members of the details of the four tenders received and surprise was expressed at the disparity in the quotations.  The cost of a 20 page full colour edition of the Link was £1,588 for Company A, £823 for Company B, £965 for Company C and £620 for Company D.  Company A was the best known to Councillors, but they felt their costs were too expensive.  Company B was known and endorsed by Cllr Hill-John, Company C was known and endorsed by Cllr Owen and Company D was not known by any of the Councillors and therefore their quality issues could not be assessed.  During the ensuing discussion it was agreed that the cheapest price did not necessarily mean the best value and it was proposed by Cllr Stuart Thomas that the Council offer the contract for 12 months (3 editions) to Company B.  This was seconded by Cllr Priday and agreed by all members.  Clerk to arrange

Memorial Park, Pentyrch
The Clerk informed members of the problems regarding the rubberised surface below the swings in the Memorial park, Pentyrch and the steps taken thus far in trying to get a repair carried out.  It would appear that the only satisfactory solution is to replace the entire surface below the swings and the lack of local companies specialising in this sort of work had meant that quotations had needed to be sought from National Companies.  The specification quoted varied from company to company, with the thickness of the rubberised coating varying between 20 – 60 mm.  The Costs were for Company A £5,782, Company B were £3,526, Company C were £2,394.37 and Company D were £1,681.88.  Council decided that Company C were the favoured option in terms of price and specification, but before proceeding the Clerk was asked to have examples of the work carried out by the company elsewhere in the country and also obtain references from other Councils.  It was further agreed that the cost for this work would be met from the Rest Centre monies held on reserve.  Clerk to arrange

Drainage Problems at entrance to Allotments, Creigiau Recreation Ground

The issue regarding the drainage off the skate-board park was discussed widely with some Councillors being in favour of paying the money in order to get CCC to act swiftly and ameliorate the on-going problem for users of the allotments.  Other Councillors felt that the problem had been wholly caused by CCC and it should not be incumbent upon the PCC to have to pay for CCC’s responsibility.  It was finally resolved with a proposal from Cllr Owen that the PCC pay the money required to do the work.  This was seconded by Cllr Priday and agreed.  Clerk to arrange
