Police Matters

PC Huw Thomas was not present and the Clerk had not received a report from him.  The Chairman asked if there were any issues relating to Police matters that Councillors wished to raise.  Cllr Howard stated that she had not been advised of the PACT meeting although this had been promised at earlier PACT meetings, when details of attendees email addresses were taken.  Cllr Stuart Thomas agreed although he had remembered the meeting and had attended only to find that, inclusive of two police officers, there were only four persons present.  Councillors agreed that the failure by the Police to publicise the PACT meetings was becoming a familiar lament but nevertheless felt that this should be brought to the attention of Inspector Arkontopoulos so that he could put in place improved communications. County Council Matters
Neither of the County Councillors was present although Cllr Graham Thomas had sent an email both apologising for his absence and giving details of the prominent issues affecting Creigiau, namely; the LDP, the Drop-in session and the planning application by Persimmon Homes on land north of junction 33 of the M4.  The Clerk advised that he had circulated the email that day to all Councillors but as Councillors may not yet have seen it, he read it out in full to the meeting.  A discussion followed especially around the meeting with Persimmon Homes.  Cllr Howard felt that this was something that Helena Fox or Kay Powell (NW Cardiff Group) should be invited to attend as their knowledge was far greater than Councillors.  This was agreed and Cllr Howard stated she would raise the issue at the NW Cardiff Group meeting the following day, 22nd July.

Public Session

Mr Ken Hughes, Pentyrch resident, was present and he queried the cost of the 2012 elections paid by the PCC and whether CCC had ever come back to the Council regarding monies outstanding.  He also queried whether CCC had responded to the Clerk relating to any rates levied on new houses that would be coming to CCC and the effect this may have on the precept.  He went on to query who was paying for the policing of the NATO summit in September and this provoked a discussion.

Matters Arising from the Public Session.

The Clerk advised Mr Hughes that he had received an assurance some two months ago that Marie Rosenthal would respond to Council’s letter within 10 days.  The Clerk was intending to go back to Marie Rosenthal, CCC (Monitoring Officer), pointing out that her failure to respond was symptomatic of the culture of CCC towards Community Councils.  Nevertheless the Clerk would pursue this issue, which was originally raised by Cllr Owen.  Clerk to arrange
The Clerk went on to advise that the issue on the collection of rates levied on new buildings was an issue that County Councillor Craig Williams promised to respond upon to Cllr Stuart Thomas.  Obviously with Cty Cllr Williams being absent this was something that had yet to occur.  Finally the Clerk advised that the cost of the NATO summit would most likely be met from Central Government, as the European Summit was in 1998 and other high profile events that have come to Wales.
