Minutes of the full Council Meeting held at 7.00pm, 17th November 2014, at The Village Hall, Gwaelod y Garth.

89
County Council Matters 
Both County Councillors were in attendance.  Cty Cllr Craig Williams referred to two issues.  Firstly, School Lane, GYG, where he had attended a delegation of the ‘Eco Club’ and the GYG WI which met Council Officers and the Lord Mayor to discuss the problems of School Lane.  The Officers wanted to look at the problems of School Lane which, Cty Cllr Williams pointed out, is what they should have done 12 months previously.  As a consequence the matter had not been progressed by CCC.  Secondly, he went on to advise members that he had received a huge number of complaints of dog fouling in Pentyrch.  He reminded Councillors that dog-waste, in a suitable receptacle, can be placed in any CCC rubbish bin and he asked that this be publicised in the Community Link.  Cllr Howard challenged Cty Cllr Williams on this but he was insistent that the action he proposed was permissible and he would like an enforcement exercise to be carried out.  Cllr Harrison sought clarification that this was for CCC bins only and not PCC or Parc y Dwrlyn bins.
Cllr Graham Thomas stated that the bridge on Heol Pant y Gored was still closed and was likely to remain so for a further three weeks.  Councillors reiterated their concerns regarding the filling in of the bridge as this would obstruct any decision as to the route of a metro system.  Cllr Graham Thomas went on to advise members that he was due to attend a CCC Cabinet meeting in relation to budget consultation on Thursday 20th November.  The meeting would consider the proposals to cut the £48 million identified as necessary to achieve the budget savings.  He advised members that the agreed proposals would be considered by the full Cardiff Council in January/February 2015.  Cty Cllr Williams added that all bus subsidies would also be up for consideration once again.

Cllr Graham Thomas then turned to the CCC ~ LDP which is shortly to be subject to the WG Inspectorate scrutiny.  The Acting Clerk pointed out that an email received on Friday afternoon but not actioned until that morning, referred to a problem that had arisen over NW Cardiff Group’s response to the deposit LDP.  At that time the NW Cardiff Group did not have its own headed notepaper and the response on behalf of the NW Cardiff Group was submitted on R&MCC headed notepaper.  It was clear from the context that the letter was written by and on behalf of the NW Cardiff Group but because it was on R&MCC notepaper the CCC ~ LDP team logged it as being received from R&MCC.  Cllr Graham Thomas stated that the ruling at this meant that the NW Cardiff Group could not refer to this document when giving oral evidence at the Inspectorate’s hearings and he wanted the NW Cardiff Group to re-visit this situation.  Councillors were incensed at the mistake made by CCC.  He went on to advise members that he was attending the NW Cardiff Group meeting on 18th November in order to formulate a strategy for transportation policy.  Cty Cllr Williams suggested that a letter be sent by the NW Cardiff Group objecting to the line that CCC had taken and that he would also speak to Tracey Smith, the LDP Programme Officer.  Cllr Howard queried whether the letter sent had been signed by Helena Fox as the Secretary to the NW Cardiff Group or as the Clerk to R&MCC.  Cllr Graham Thomas responded that he would contact her to clarify.

Cty Cllr Williams stated that he had spoken to the Leader of CCC regarding the Charter and highlighted that there was no trust between the PCC and CCC.  He thought that the Council leader would attend a PCC meeting if invited.  Cllr Harrison commented that he felt that CCC were incapable of fulfilling anything contained within the Charter.

Police Matters
PC Huw Thomas and PCSOs Richard Harrison and Laura Smith were in attendance.  The details of crimes and incidents were circulated as a separate report by the officers.  There had been one crime in Pentyrch, two in Creigiau and five in GYG since the last meeting.  PC Thomas said that crime in Creigiau was low at the present time, which he attributed to more evening shifts being worked by the Neighbourhood Policing Team.  PCSO Richard Harrison referred to a bad accident on Church Road, Pentyrch, where a number of dangerous bends combined with speed contributed to the accident.  He was going to look into whether better signage would improve driver behaviour.
PC Huw Thomas advised members that Inspector Arkontopoulos was moving to a new post in Llanedeyrn and his position would be filled by an Inspector Owen on transfer from Barry.  PC Thomas then formally asked the Council to reconsider whether the Neighbourhood Policing Officers and PCSOs could use the Council offices to take their breaks, rather than returning to Fairwater.  The Chairman asked each Councillor present to state their opinions on this issue which would overturn a previous Council decision not to allow this as the Police no longer paid a rent for facility.  All Councillors present stated that they had no objection to access being granted to the Neighbourhood Policing team in these circumstances.  The Chairman concluded that this was the easy part of the arrangements and the practicalities and logistics would have to be agreed with the Clerk.  Council agreed to this course of action.  Cllr Howard felt that the Neighbourhood Policing Team should also be given a key to the Pavilion, Creigiau Recreation Ground for the same reasons.  This was agreed and the Chairman asked that the Clerk make any arrangements necessary with CRAMC.
The Chairman thanked all members of the Neighbourhood Policing team for their assistance at the Remembrance Day Service.

Cllr Howard apologised to Council for a misunderstanding in relation to the amount of money that R&MCC were reserving for future NW Cardiff Group costs.  She had believed this sum to be £10,000 and had subsequently learned that it was, in fact, £5,000.  A discussion ensued on the apparent exclusion of St Fagans from this process and it was agreed that all future references would include St Fagans.  Cllr Priday felt that the decision of the Council could not be revisited for six months and suggested either legal advice be taken or One Voice Wales be consulted.  Cllr Graham Thomas stated he would discuss the issue at the next NW Cardiff Group on 18th November and that the matter needed to be resolved before the Forward Planning section of the January meeting. Clerk’s Report

Community Infrastructure Levy (CIL)
The Clerk had asked that all Councillors read the previously circulated report from CCC on the CIL proposals in order that he could respond to the consultation.  Cllr Howard felt that the subject matter was unnecessarily complicated and she needed it to be simplified in order to understand what was being proposed.  Cllr Harrison agreed with her adding that OVW should be approached to provide an ‘idiots guide’ to the CIL. Cllr Graham Thomas responded that the NW Cardiff Group already had this matter in hand and they would respond to the PCC following the meeting of the 18th November.  Cllr Priday admitted she had not read the document and requested it be put on the agenda for the December meeting, which would still allow 7 days to respond to the consultation. g) 14/02472/DCH ~ Batcombe House, Cardiff Road, Creigiau.  No were no adverse comments.
h) 14/02512/MNR
~ Canada Lake Lodge, Heol Pant y Gored, Creigiau.  Cllr Graham Thomas raised the question of encroachment of the buildings onto the old railway line at the rear of the land.  He felt that if this was the case it may compromise any potential traffic route for the LDP.  The Acting Clerk was asked to convey these concerns.  Clerk to arrange
i) 14/02562/MNR ~ Springfield, Church Road, Pentyrch.  Cllr Priday pointed out that a previous application had been refused although a subsequent application opposite, also outside of the village envelope, had recently been given permission.  She felt that the location was one where there was a nasty bend in the road and access would be difficult.  In addition she felt that the location was not suitable for the totality of traffic accessing the site and which was seeking permission for three additional car-parking spaces.  She also referred to the earlier Police report regarding the recent road accident and the dangerous nature of the road.  Council agreed with Cllr Priday and the Acting Clerk was asked to convey these concerns.  Clerk to arrange

Correspondence
Cllr Priday referred to the Clerk’s Supplementary report and specifically to the response received from CCC regarding Heol Goch, (shown as 13.11.14), which she felt was dismissive of Council’s concerns.  Cllr Harrison agreed with her pointing out the number of branches overhanging the road and sliding down the embankment.  He also pointed out the white lines at the edges of the road were covered in leaves and that, generally, the road is very dangerous, especially for pedestrians and cyclists.  It was generally felt that a Council Officer should attend a site meeting with Councillors in order to obtain a full realisation of the problems.
