Progress
The following progress had been made:
1. Ivor Betty had completed the scanning of photographs from the collection onto CD which has proved useful for preparing documents. The CD would be put on the web using Coppermine and then titles and descriptions would be added. It was also considered that the development of a website to provide a background to the history of the area would be useful.  
2. Don Llewellyn was arranging to move 10 copies of each Garth Domain to the Council Office for storage although some issues need reprinting. 
3. A large number of items from the late Allan Lock museum had been transported to the Council office. Don Llewellyn, Derrick Jones and Cllr Williams will arrange to examine the collection and decide what would be retained. 
4. The council had set aside a budget of £500 towards the museum. 
5. Don Llewellyn would seek the permission the present owner of the Mission Chapel to take photographs of the interior.

6. Cllr Williams had attended a permanent exhibition at Llandudoch St. Dogmaels and had taken photographs, which were considered by the sub-committee.
