Opening Considerations
The members of the Committee had been charged with considering the applications from organisations in Pentyrch for a share of the monies raised from the sale of Rest Centre.  The committee members discussed the format the meeting would take and were in agreement that the same questions would be asked of each applicant and that the presentations would be in the order circulated

Presentations
1. The first presentation was by Gareth Williams and Bob Gilchrist of the Pentyrch Sports Association in respect of the request for assistance to tarmac the car par park at the PSA ground.
2. The second presentation was by Anthony Smith of the Pentyrch Village Hall in respect of electrical work, improvement to the fire escapes and the supply of solar panels.
3. The third presentation was by Sally Phillips, the acting Headmistress of Pentyrch School, in respect of shelter for outdoor play area.

4. The fourth presentation was by Russell Howells of the Pentyrch Bowls Club in respect of the re-levelling of the green.

5. The fifth presentation was by Nick Phillips of Creigiau Scouts in respect of a new access and egress to the scout hut and an extension to the hall.

6. The sixth presentation was by Anne Peebles on behalf of the Pentyrch Art Group.

7. The seventh presentation was by Tony Pearse on behalf of the Pentyrch Tennis Club in respect of their request for floodlighting.

The Clerk advised that he had emailed and telephoned Mr John Moore of the Pentyrch Sports Association in respect of the Ground Maintenance equipment.  Unfortunately he had not received a response from him and this application was not supported by a personal presentation..

Discussion and Recommendations.
The Clerk reminded members that the criteria for all applicants had been decided at the Estates Meeting in October and published in the Community Link at the end on November 2011.  

In view of this the Committee decided unanimously that the application by Creigiau Scouts failed to meet the criteria as it related to a building that was outside the village of Pentyrch and this was contrary to the covenant on the Rest Centre.  It had previously been a decision of the Council that the monies raised would only be spent in the Pentyrch area.
There was unanimous support for the application by the PSA for the tarmacing of the car-park as this would benefit a large number of people in the Community.  There was also unanimous support for the second application by the PSA for ground maintenance equipment for similar reasons.  However it was noted that whilst the application had been supported by written estimates there were no accounts or financial statement as laid down in the circulated criteria.

There was unanimous support for the application by the Pentyrch Village Hall in respect of the electrical work and the improvement to the fire escapes.  The provision of solar panels was felt to have been included as a boost to the overall application and was not supported.  It was also noted that the estimate provided for the electrical work only added up to £1,744.50p exclusive of VAT.  Adding VAT would bring the quote to £2,093.40p, yet the application requested £4,330 to upgrade the electrical system.  It was also noted that no estimates or tenders had been supplied for the costs of upgrading the fire escapes and also no tenders had been supplied in respect of the solar panels.  Finally it was noted that no accounts or financial statement had been included with the application.
There was considerable discussion regarding the outdoor shelter for the Pentyrch School as it was felt on the one hand that this was something that the County Council should be providing whereas, at the same time, there was sympathy for the need by the school to resort to its own funding issues.  One Councillor declared his opposition to this application but the remaining three Councillors felt that some support could be offered towards the costs.  It was noted that no financial statement or accounts had been supplied.
The application by the Bowls Club was considered and it was agreed that some support towards Option 2 would be offered.  It was noted that there were no written estimates or tenders in support of the figures.

The application by the Art Club elicited sympathy but it was felt that the application had failed to meet the criteria set and was more suited towards the normal grant applications from the Community Council.  It was agreed that this application would be rejected with a strong recommendation that the group apply to the Council for a grant in the normal way.

The application by the Tennis Club was considered and, again, one Councillor was opposed to the application on grounds of proportionality.  The remaining three Councillors agreed that some support towards the supply of the flood-lights would be offered.  It was noted that the Tennis Club’s application was the only one that complied completely with the criteria laid down.
It was agreed that recommendations would be made to support six out of the eight applications and that the ratification of the recommendations would be deferred until a further meeting of the Committee at 7pm on Monday 12th March.  The Clerk was charged with emailing all applicants to thank them for attending and advising that the recommendations had been deferred as some applications required further information or clarification.  The Clerk was also asked then to email each applicant individually to ensure that the failure to provide written estimates, tenders, accounts or financial statements could be rectified provided the information was supplied by mid-day on Monday 12th March 2012. 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Interim Recommendations
One Committee member made the point that it was not necessary to distribute all the money if the applications did not merit an award.  Nevertheless the Committee Members agreed, by a majority, the following interim awards of funds subject to the organisation complying with the requirements of the criteria.

1. PSA ~ Tarmacing of Car Park 


£20,000

2. PSA ~ Ground Maintenance Equipment 

£10,000

3. PVH ~ Electrical Works/Fire Escapes

£12,000

4. Pentyrch School ~ Outdoor Playarea

  £4,500

5. Pentyrch Bowls ~ Re-levelling green

  £2,250

6. Pentyrch Tennis ~ Floodlights


  £2,250

It was agreed that, where match-funding had to be found, the grant would take the form of a promissory note, whereby the money would only be paid over once all the funding was in place.  In addition the promissory note should be time-lined so that there was a set time for the objective to be achieved.
